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Abstract: Irregular migrations spreading on a global scale and in Turkey have affected many vital concepts.
The aim of the study is to examine the role of cultural identity and how it is reflected in the space in the
development of belonging by immigrants adapting to the new spaces they will live in. Qualitative content
analysis was used in the study. Theses that can be accessed with a conceptual search related to the subject were
examined with data from the last six years (2019-2025) through three determined databases (NDLTD, PQDT,
YOKTEZ) and analyzed by creating a systematically organized conceptual and theoretical framework. Among
the accessed theses, 15 theses were selected and immigrant discourses were reached by using the content
analysis method. In addition, cultural characteristics and reflections that integrate with physical space, such as
function, adequacy, and equipment, and that establish a relationship with space, such as belonging and
connection, were compared and evaluated between databases. As a result, from immigrant discourses, it has
been observed that security and basic needs regarding physical space in living spaces can be met, but functional
use according to space and needs is insufficient; cultural habits and differences affect the organization between
spaces. In the relationship between space, belonging, and cultural identity, it has been determined that
immigrants reflect reminders of their former lives into their spaces through various objects or continue them
as cultural traditions, which in turn affects the use of space. The study aims to contribute to space studies and
researchers.
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Oz: Kiiresel olgekte ve Tiirkiye’de yayilan diizensiz gogler, yasamsal bircok kavramu etkilemistir. Ozellikle
mekan aidiyeti ve kimlik biitlinliigii baglaminda, go¢ olgusunun mekan tasarimi ile olan iliskisi 6nemli
goriilmiis ve calismanin konusunu olusturmustur. Calismanin amaci ise, gd¢menlerin yasayacaklar1 yeni
mekanlara uyum saglayarak aidiyet gelistirebilmelerinde kiiltiirel kimligin rolii ve mekana nasil yansidiginin
incelenmesidir. Caligmada nitel igerik analizi kullanilmistir. Konu ile iligkili, kavramsal aramayla erisilebilen
tezler, belirlenen ii¢ veri tabani iizerinden (NDLTD, PQDT, YOKTEZ), son alt1 yila ait (2019-2025) verilerle
ele alinmig ve sistematik olarak diizenlenen kavramsal ve kuramsal bir ¢ergeve olusturularak incelenmistir.
Erisilen tezler arasindan 15 tez secilmis ve onlar iizerinden igerik analizi yontemi kullanilarak, gd¢men
sOylemlerine ulasilmistir. Go¢gmen anlatimlarindan hareketle ana kavramlar belirlenmis ardindan onlarla
birlesen alt kavramlar olusturulmus, bunlar iizerinden de baglam gelistirilerek i¢c mekan tasarimi ile
iligkilendirilmistir. Ayrica islev, yeterlilik, donanim gibi fiziksel mekanla biitiinlesen; aidiyet, bag gibi mekanla
iligki kuran kiiltiirel 6zellikler ve yansimalar veri tabanlari arasinda karsilastirilarak degerlendirilmistir.
Neticede gogmen sdylemlerinden, yasam alanlarinda fiziksel mekana iligskin giivenlik ve temel gereksinimlerin
giderilebildigi ancak, alan ve ihtiyaca gore islevsel kullanimin yetersiz oldugu; kiiltiirel aligkanlik ve
farkliliklarin mekanlar aras1 organizasyonu etkiledigi goriilmiistiir. Mekan-aidiyet-kiiltiirel kimlik iligkisinde
ise gocmenlerin eski yasamlarma iligkin hatirlatict unsurlar1 ¢esitli nesneler araciligiyla mekanlaria
yansittiklar1 veya kiiltiirel gelenek olarak devam ettirdikleri, bu durumun da mekan kullanimini etkiledigi tespit
edilmistir. Calismanin mekan ¢alismalarina ve arastirmacilara katkida bulunmasi hedeflenmektedir.

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Structured Abstract:

Literature Review: Today, the number of people displacing themselves from their home countries,
whether voluntarily or involuntarily, due to various vital reasons such as war, economics, education, climate,
and security, is steadily increasing on a global scale. Irregular and uncontrolled waves of migration, in
particular, are considered significant because they impact the lifestyles, cultural values, and habits of both
migrants and the communities they migrate to. Therefore, focusing on the prominent factors of place and space
in migration, the relationship between the concepts of spatial belonging and identity integrity established
through the social and physical environment and interior design was deemed crucial and constituted the subject
of this study.

The purpose of this study is to examine the role of cultural identity in immigrants' adaptation to their
new living spaces and their development of a sense of belonging, as well as how this is reflected in the space.
Furthermore, the study evaluates how the spatial differences unfamiliar to immigrants in their new
environments affect user attitudes. The findings of this study are considered important for understanding the
role of cultural identity in the connection and belonging relationship developed by new users coming from
different cultural backgrounds, their expectations, how differences are met, what concepts they reveal, whether
users intervene in the space in response to these differences, and what impact they will have on new design
processes.

Theoretical Framework: The theoretical framework of the study is based on the existing literature on
immigrants' sense of place affiliation and cultural identity. In the concepts of place affiliation and place, the
development of the study was influenced by the theories of "Human-Space Relations" by Harold M.
Proshansky et al. (1983), who emphasised that "identity is a significant element in the emotional bond
individuals develop towards a particular place and that place is not merely a physical environment but plays an
active role in the development of identity" (Proshansky et al., 1983). The relationship between cultural identity
and place was supported by Henri Lefebvre's (2023) theory of "social constructionism", which argues that we
construct place mentally and culturally (Lefebvre, 2023). The study evaluates the concepts of place affiliation,
cultural identity, and place through the narratives of immigrants. The analysis of the internal structures of the
concepts created in the study and the meanings in the immigrants' narratives was inspired by the study of Yao
and Rasidi (2025), which systematically compiled the conceptual development of place belonging, its areas of
use and the environments and contexts in which it emerged, as well as the study of Suk Ha Grace Chan et al.
(2024) on cultural identity and place attachment (Chan et al., 2024; Yao and Rasidi, 2025).

Methodology: The study employed a qualitative research method, and the obtained data was
numerically transferred through statistics. Additionally, content analysis was conducted by examining
postgraduate theses related to the subject from the last six years (2019-2025) in the designated databases
(NDLTD, PQDT, YOKTEZ). The conceptual framework of the theses to be content analysed was determined
by searching the keywords "migration-migrant", "migration-space", "migration-interior architecture", and
"migrant spaces". A total of 9111 theses were accessed through three databases. 187 of these were found
relevant to the topic. Limited reporting capabilities in the databases led to a manual search of all studies. Five
theses were selected from each database and examined. The research sample consisted of the selected theses
and the migrant interviews included in them (more than 165 migrant interviews). Data analysis identified
concepts that could convey common meanings from immigrant narratives in the thesis interviews, and contexts
were established. Notes were taken to identify the concepts and the meanings and words used by immigrants
to identify relevant content. The relationship of these contexts to interior design, their physical limitations, and
how they are reflected in the space were also evaluated within the context of belonging, cultural identity, and
space.

Findings and Discussion: The immigrant narratives examined in these provide insights into the
physical characteristics of newly settled spaces, such as their adequacy and limitations, spatial organisation,
and equipment. Furthermore, information was obtained on how cultural habits and the use of cultural artefacts
are reflected in the space and what features enhance connection and belonging. Immigrants, in particular, made
similar statements regarding cultural identity and the sense of belonging to a space. The findings indicate that
nearly all immigrants make interventions in their spaces that reflect their cultural identities. However, despite
the direct link between interior design and migration, thesis reviews revealed that studies in this area are quite
limited. This suggests that addressing the space factor, which allows immigrants to exist with their cultural
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identities in healthier, safer, and more private living spaces, from new perspectives will develop important
approaches.

The study concluded that personalising spaces and gaining experience fosters a sense of belonging
and that individuals can establish connections and relationships when they contribute to these spaces.
Furthermore, features such as adequacy of space, inter-space functioning and an organised structure, access to
adequate storage, and the feasibility of functional and flexible solutions are common expectations of
immigrants, and these conditions are often not met in immigrant living spaces. It was observed that immigrants,
in their new living spaces, make transfers by incorporating objects, items, decorative items, and touches
(colour, texture, material, etc.) that hold cultural or various meanings related to their past and memories, or by
creating spatial installations specific to their habits and identities. This strengthens the relationship with the
space, creating a bond and sense of belonging, and demonstrates a desire to reflect their own subjective
identities within it. Among the key concepts examined, "shelter, place-belonging, and cultural identity" were
particularly prominent. The sub-concepts most frequently associated with the space were "home, comfort,
security, integration, search for a place, existence, origin, hybrid identity, accumulation, reflection, identity
construction, connection, belonging, personalisation, adaptation, acceptance, displacement, reconstruction-
construction, rupture, and transfer of accumulation-memory."

Results and Recommendations: The results obtained from common immigrant statements in these
theses demonstrate that synthesising design and user emotion data significantly impacts spatial design. In this
context, we have attempted to multiply and deepen sub-concepts, elucidate their potential meanings, explore
their common contexts, and explore the stages of spatial design that might be considered. We believe this
conceptual study can also contribute to various user-focused disciplines.

It is believed that more holistic perspectives on space should be developed, and meaningful studies
that establish relationships across complex layers should be produced. For future studies, it is recommended
that concepts be explored and new products focused on physical space and users be documented. The study
aims to contribute to space studies conducted within the context of culture and space, as well as to researchers,
and to present the findings through documentation.

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Résumé Structuré:

Revue de la littérature: Aujourdhui, le nombre de personnes qui quittent leur pays d'origine,
volontairement ou involontairement, pour diverses raisons vitales telles que la guerre, 1'économie, I'éducation,
le climat et la sécurité, augmente régulicrement a I'échelle mondiale. Les vagues de migration irréguliéres et
incontrélées, en particulier, sont considérées comme importantes car elles ont un impact sur les modes de vie,
les valeurs culturelles et les habitudes des migrants et des communautés dans lesquelles ils s'installent. Par
conséquent, en se concentrant sur les facteurs importants que sont le lieu et l'espace dans la migration, la
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relation entre les concepts d'appartenance spatiale et d'intégrité identitaire établis a travers 1'environnement
social et physique et la conception intérieure a été jugée cruciale et a constitué le sujet de cette étude.

L'objectif de cette étude est d'examiner le réle de l'identité culturelle dans l'adaptation des immigrants
a leurs nouveaux espaces de vie et le développement de leur sentiment d'appartenance, ainsi que la maniére
dont cela se refléte dans 1'espace. En outre, 1'é¢tude évalue comment les différences spatiales inconnues des
immigrants dans leur nouvel environnement influencent les attitudes des utilisateurs. Les résultats de cette
étude sont considérés comme importants pour comprendre le role de l'identité culturelle dans la relation de
connexion et d'appartenance développée par les nouveaux utilisateurs issus de milieux culturels différents,
leurs attentes, la maniére dont les différences sont abordées, les concepts qu'elles révélent, si les utilisateurs
interviennent dans 1'espace en réponse a ces différences et quel impact elles auront sur les nouveaux processus
de conception.

Cadre théorique: le cadre théorique de I'étude s'appuie sur la littérature existante concernant le
sentiment d'appartenance a un lieu et 1'identité culturelle des immigrants. En ce qui concerne les concepts
d'appartenance a un lieu et de lieu, le développement de I'étude a été influencé par les théories des « relations
homme-espace » de Harold M. Proshansky et al. (1983), qui soulignent que « l'identité est un ¢lément important
du lien émotionnel que les individus développent envers un lieu particulier et que ce lieu n'est pas seulement
un environnement physique, mais joue un role actif dans le développement de 1'identité » (Proshansky et al.,
1983). La relation entre l'identité culturelle et le lieu a été étayée par la théorie du « constructivisme social »
d'Henri Lefebvre (2023), qui soutient que nous construisons le lieu mentalement et culturellement (Lefebvre,
2023). L'étude évalue les concepts d'affiliation au lieu, d'identité culturelle et de lieu a travers les récits
d'immigrants. L'analyse des structures internes des concepts créés dans 1'étude, ainsi que des significations
présentes dans les récits des immigrants, s'inspire de 1'¢tude de Yao et Rasidi (2025), qui a systématiquement
compilé le développement conceptuel de l'appartenance au lieu, ses domaines d'utilisation, ainsi que les
environnements et contextes dans lesquels elle est apparue. Elle s'appuie également sur 1'étude de Suk Ha Grace
Chan et al. (2024) concernant 1'identité culturelle et I'attachement au lieu (Chan et al., 2024 ; Yao et Rasidi,
2025).

Méthodologie: L'étude a utilisé une méthode de recherche qualitative, et les données obtenues ont été
transférées numériquement a l'aide de statistiques. En outre, une analyse de contenu a été réalisée en examinant
les théses de troisiéme cycle liées au sujet au cours des six derniéres années (2019-2025) dans les bases de
données désignées (NDLTD, PQDT, YOKTEZ). Le cadre conceptuel des théses a analyser a été déterminé en
recherchant les mots-clés « migration-migrant », « migration-espace », « migration-architecture intéricure » et
« espaces migrants ». Au total, 9 111 théses ont été consultées dans les trois bases de données. Parmi celles-ci,
187 ont été jugées pertinentes pour le sujet. Les capacités de reporting limitées des bases de données ont conduit
a une recherche manuelle de toutes les études. Cing théses ont été sélectionnées dans chaque base de données
et examinées. L'échantillon de recherche était composé des théses sélectionnées et des entretiens avec des
migrants qui y figuraient (plus de 165 entretiens avec des migrants). L'analyse des données a permis d'identifier
des concepts pouvant traduire des significations communes a partir des récits des immigrants dans les entretiens
des théses, et des contextes ont été établis. Des notes ont été prises afin d'identifier les concepts, les
significations et les mots utilisés par les immigrants pour identifier le contenu pertinent. La relation entre ces
contextes et 1'architecture d'intérieur, leurs limites physiques et la maniére dont ils se reflétent dans l'espace ont
également été évaluées dans le contexte de 1'appartenance, de I'identité culturelle et de 1'espace.

Résultats et discussion: Les récits des immigrants examinés dans ces théses fournissent des
informations sur les caractéristiques physiques des espaces nouvellement occupés, telles que leur adéquation
et leurs limites, leur organisation spatiale et leur équipement. En outre, des informations ont été obtenues sur
la manicre dont les habitudes culturelles et l'utilisation d'objets culturels se reflétent dans I'espace et sur les
caractéristiques qui renforcent le lien et I'appartenance. Les immigrants, en particulier, ont fait des déclarations
similaires concernant 1'identité culturelle et le sentiment d'appartenance a un espace. Les résultats indiquent
que presque tous les immigrants interviennent dans leurs espaces de maniére a refléter leur identité culturelle.
Cependant, malgré le lien direct entre la décoration intérieure et la migration, I'examen des théses a révélé que
les études dans ce domaine sont assez limitées. Cela suggére que le fait d'aborder sous un angle nouveau le
facteur spatial, qui permet aux immigrants d'exister avec leur identité culturelle dans des espaces de vie plus
sains, plus srs et plus privés, permettra de développer des approches importantes.
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L'¢tude a conclu que la personnalisation des espaces et l'acquisition d'expérience favorisent le
sentiment d'appartenance et que les individus peuvent établir des liens et des relations lorsqu'ils contribuent a
ces espaces. En outre, des caractéristiques telles que I'adéquation de l'espace, le fonctionnement entre les
espaces, une structure organisée, l'accés a un espace de rangement adéquat et la faisabilité de solutions
fonctionnelles et flexibles constituent des attentes courantes des immigrants, mais ces conditions ne sont
souvent pas satisfaites dans leurs espaces de vie. Il a été observé que les immigrants, dans leurs nouveaux
espaces de vie, effectuent des transferts en incorporant des objets, des articles, des éléments décoratifs et des
touches (couleur, texture, matériau, etc.) qui ont une signification culturelle ou diverse liée a leur passé et a
leurs souvenirs, ou en créant des installations spatiales spécifiques a leurs habitudes et a leur identité. Cela
renforce la relation avec 1'espace, créant un lien et un sentiment d'appartenance, et démontre un désir de refléter
leur propre identité subjective au sein de celui-ci. Parmi les concepts clés examinés, « abri, lieu d'appartenance
et identité culturelle » ont été particuliérement mis en avant. Les sous-concepts les plus fréquemment associés
a l'espace étaient « maison, confort, sécurité, intégration, recherche d'un lieu, existence, origine, identité
hybride, accumulation, réflexion, construction de l'identité, connexion, appartenance, personnalisation,
adaptation, acceptation, déplacement, reconstruction-construction, rupture et transfert d'accumulation-
mémoire ».

Résultats et recommandations: Les résultats obtenus a partir des déclarations communes des
immigrants dans ces théses démontrent que la synthése des données relatives a la conception et aux émotions
des utilisateurs a un impact significatif sur la conception spatiale. Dans ce contexte, nous avons tenté de
multiplier et d'approfondir les sous-concepts, d'élucider leurs significations potentielles, d'explorer leurs
contextes communs et d'étudier les étapes de la conception spatiale qui pourraient étre envisagées. Nous
pensons que cette étude conceptuelle peut également contribuer a diverses disciplines axées sur 'utilisateur.

I1 est estimé que des perspectives plus holistiques sur I'espace devraient étre développées et que des
études significatives établissant des relations entre des couches complexes devraient étre produites. Pour les
études futures, il est recommandé d'explorer les concepts et de documenter les nouveaux produits axés sur
I'espace physique et les utilisateurs. L'étude vise a contribuer aux études spatiales menées dans le contexte de
la culture et de 'espace, ainsi qu'aux chercheurs, et a présenter les résultats par le biais d'une documentation.

Resumen Estructurado:

Revision bibliografica: Hoy en dia, el nimero de personas que se desplazan de sus paises de origen,
ya sea de forma voluntaria o involuntaria, debido a diversas razones vitales como la guerra, la economia, la
educacion, el clima y la seguridad, esta aumentando constantemente a escala mundial. Las oleadas migratorias
irregulares y descontroladas, en particular, se consideran significativas porque repercuten en los estilos de vida,
los valores culturales y los habitos tanto de los migrantes como de las comunidades a las que emigran. Por lo
tanto, centrandonos en los factores destacados del lugar y el espacio en la migracion, se considero6 crucial la
relacion entre los conceptos de pertenencia espacial e integridad de la identidad establecidos a través del
entorno social y fisico y el disefio interior. Esto constituy6 el tema de este estudio.

El objetivo de este estudio es examinar el papel de la identidad cultural en la adaptacion de los
inmigrantes a sus nuevos espacios vitales y el desarrollo de su sentido de pertenencia, asi como la forma en la
que esto se refleja en el espacio. Ademas, el estudio evalua como las diferencias espaciales desconocidas para
los inmigrantes en sus nuevos entornos afectan a las actitudes de los usuarios. Los resultados de este estudio
se consideran importantes para comprender el papel de la identidad cultural en la conexion y la relacion de
pertenencia desarrollada por los nuevos usuarios procedentes de diferentes entornos culturales. También
ayudan a entender sus expectativas, como se abordan las diferencias, qué conceptos revelan, si los usuarios
intervienen en el espacio en respuesta a estas diferencias y qué impacto tendran en los nuevos procesos de
disefio.

Marco tedrico: El marco tedrico del estudio se basa en la bibliografia existente sobre el sentido de
pertenencia al lugar y la identidad cultural de los inmigrantes. En los conceptos de pertenencia al lugar y lugar,
el desarrollo del estudio se vio influido por las teorias de «Relaciones entre el ser humano y el espacio» de
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Harold M. Proshansky et al. (1983), quienes enfatizaron que «la identidad es un elemento significativo en el
vinculo emocional que los individuos desarrollan hacia un lugar concreto y que el lugar no es meramente un
entorno fisico, sino que desempefia un papel activo en el desarrollo de la identidad» (Proshansky et al., 1983).
La relacion entre la identidad cultural y el lugar se vio respaldada por la teoria del «constructivismo social» de
Henri Lefebvre (2023), que sostiene que construimos el lugar mental y culturalmente (Lefebvre, 2023). El
estudio evalua los conceptos de afiliacion al lugar, identidad cultural y lugar a través de las narrativas de los
inmigrantes. El analisis de las estructuras internas de los conceptos creados en el estudio y los significados en
las narrativas de los inmigrantes se inspird en la investigacion de Yao y Rasidi (2025), que recopild
sistematicamente el desarrollo conceptual de la pertenencia al lugar, sus areas de uso y los entornos y contextos
en los que surgio, asi como en el analisis de Suk Ha Grace Chan et al. (2024) sobre la identidad cultural y el
apego al lugar (Chan et al., 2024; Yao y Rasidi, 2025).

Metodologia: El estudio emple6é un método de investigacion cualitativa, y los datos obtenidos se
transfirieron numéricamente mediante estadisticas. Ademas, se llevd a cabo un analisis de contenido
examinando las tesis de posgrado relacionadas con el tema de los ultimos seis afios (2019-2025) en las bases
de datos designadas (NDLTD, PQDT, YOKTEZ). El marco conceptual de las tesis que se analizaron se
determind mediante la busqueda de las palabras clave «migracidn-migrante», «migracion-espacioy,
«migracion-arquitectura interior» y «espacios migrantes». Se accedio a un total de 9111 tesis a través de tres
bases de datos. De ellas, 187 se consideraron relevantes para el tema. Las limitadas capacidades de informe de
las bases de datos llevaron a una busqueda manual de todos los estudios. Se seleccionaron cinco tesis de cada
base de datos y se examinaron. La muestra de la investigacion consistido en las tesis seleccionadas y las
entrevistas a migrantes incluidas en ellas (mas de 165 de estos registros). El analisis de los datos permitid
identificar conceptos que podian transmitir significados comunes a partir de las narrativas de los inmigrantes
en las entrevistas de las tesis, y se establecieron contextos. Se tomaron notas para identificar los conceptos y
los significados y palabras utilizados por los inmigrantes para identificar el contenido relevante. También se
evalud la relacion de estos contextos con el disefio de interiores, sus limitaciones fisicas y como se reflejan en
el espacio, en el contexto de la pertenencia, la identidad cultural y el espacio.

Resultados y discusién: Las narrativas de los inmigrantes examinadas en estas tesis proporcionan
informacion sobre las caracteristicas fisicas de los espacios recién asentados, como su adecuacion y
limitaciones, la organizacion espacial y el equipamiento. Ademads, se obtuvo informacion sobre como los
habitos culturales y el uso de artefactos culturales se reflejan en el espacio y qué caracteristicas mejoran la
conexion y la pertenencia. Los inmigrantes, en particular, hicieron declaraciones similares sobre la identidad
cultural y el sentido de pertenencia a un espacio. Los resultados indican que casi todos los inmigrantes realizan
intervenciones en sus espacios que reflejan sus identidades culturales. Sin embargo, a pesar de la relacion
directa entre el disefio de interiores y la migracion, las revisiones de tesis revelaron que los estudios en esta
area son bastante limitados. Esto indica que considerar el factor espacial, que ayuda a los inmigrantes a
mantener sus identidades culturales en entornos mas saludables, seguros y privados, desde nuevas maneras,
creara enfoques importantes.

El estudio concluyd que personalizar los espacios y adquirir experiencia fomenta el sentido de
pertenencia y que las personas pueden establecer conexiones y relaciones cuando contribuyen a estos espacios.
Ademas, caracteristicas como la adecuacion de localizaciones, el funcionamiento entre ellas y una estructura
organizada, el acceso a un almacenamiento adecuado y la viabilidad de soluciones funcionales y flexibles son
expectativas comunes de los inmigrantes, y estas condiciones a menudo no se cumplen en sus espacios vitales.
Se notd que los inmigrantes, en sus nuevos hogares, traen objetos, articulos, elementos decorativos y detalles
(color, textura, material, etc.) que tienen significados culturales o conexiones con su pasado y sus recuerdos, o
crean espacios especificos para sus costumbres e identidades. Esto refuerza la relacion con el espacio, creando
un vinculo y un sentido de pertenencia, y demuestra el deseo de reflejar sus propias identidades subjetivas en
¢l. Entre los conceptos clave examinados, destacaron especialmente «refugio, pertenencia al lugar e identidad
cultural». Los subconceptos mas frecuentemente asociados al espacio fueron «hogar, comodidad, seguridad,
integracion, busqueda de un lugar, existencia, origen, identidad hibrida, acumulacion, reflexion, construccion
de la identidad, conexion, pertenencia, personalizacion, adaptacion, aceptacion, desplazamiento,
reconstruccion-construccion, ruptura y transferencia de acumulacion-memoriay.

Resultados y recomendaciones: Los resultados obtenidos a partir de las declaraciones comunes de los
inmigrantes en estas tesis demuestran que la sintesis del disefio y los datos sobre las emociones de los usuarios
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tienen un impacto significativo en el disefio espacial. En este contexto, hemos intentado multiplicar y
profundizar los subconceptos, dilucidar sus posibles significados, explorar sus contextos comunes y explorar
las etapas del disefio espacial que podrian tenerse en cuenta. Creemos que este estudio conceptual también
puede contribuir a diversas disciplinas centradas en el usuario.

Se cree que se deben desarrollar perspectivas mas holisticas sobre el espacio y se deben producir
estudios significativos que establezcan relaciones entre capas complejas. Para futuros estudios, se recomienda
explorar conceptos y documentar nuevos productos centrados en el espacio fisico y los usuarios. El estudio
tiene como objetivo contribuir a los estudios espaciales realizados en el contexto de la cultura y el espacio, asi
como a los investigadores, y presentar los resultados a través de la documentacion.

Literatiir Taramasi: Giinliimiizde, savas, ekonomi, egitim, iklim ve giivenlik gibi ¢esitli hayati
nedenlerle, goniillii veya goniilsiiz olarak kendi iilkelerinden ayrilan insanlarin sayisi kiiresel dlgekte giderek
artmaktadir. Ozellikle diizensiz ve kontrolsiiz gd¢ dalgalari, hem gégmenlerin hem de gég ettikleri topluluklarm
yasam tarzlarini, kiiltiirel degerlerini ve aligkanliklarini etkiledigi icin 6nemli kabul edilmektedir. Bu nedenle,
gogte yer ve mekanin One ¢ikan faktorlerine odaklanarak, sosyal ve fiziksel ¢evre ve i¢ tasarim araciligiyla
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kurulan mekansal aidiyet ve kimlik bitiinliigii kavramlar1 arasindaki iligki ¢ok 6nemli goriilmiis ve bu
caligmanin konusu olusturmustur.

Bu calismanin amaci, gé¢menlerin yeni yasam alanlarina uyum saglamada ve aidiyet duygusu
gelistirmelerinde kiiltiirel kimligin roliinii ve bunun mekanda nasil yansidigini incelemektir. Ayrica, ¢alisma,
gdcmenlerin yeni ortamlarinda asina olmadiklar1 mekansal farkliliklarin kullanic tutumlarini nasil etkiledigini
degerlendirmektedir. Bu ¢alismanin bulgulari, farkl: kiiltiirel gegmislerden gelen yeni kullanicilarin gelistirdigi
baglant1 ve aidiyet iliskisinde kiiltiirel kimligin roliinii, beklentilerini, farkliliklarin nasil karsilandigini, hangi
kavramlar1 ortaya ¢ikardiklarini, kullanicilarin bu farkliliklara tepki olarak mekana miidahale edip
etmediklerini ve yeni tasarim siiregleri lizerinde ne gibi bir etkiye sahip olacaklarini anlamak agisindan énemli
kabul edilmektedir.

Teorik Cerceve: Calismanin teorik gercevesi, gogmenlerin yer aidiyeti ve kiiltiirel kimlik duygusu
lizerine mevcut literatiire dayanmaktadir. Yer aidiyeti ve yer kavramlarinda, ¢alismanin gelisimi Harold M.
Proshansky ve digerlerinin “Insan-Mekan iliskileri” teorilerinden etkilenmistir. (1983) tarafindan gelistirilen

¢alismalardan esinlenmistir (Chan ve digerleri, 2024; Yao ve Rasidi, 2025). (2024) tarafindan kiiltiirel kimlik
ve yer bagliligi lizerine yapilan ¢alismadan esinlenmistir (Chan ve ark., 2024; Yao ve Rasidi, 2025).

Metodoloji: Calismada nitel arastirma yontemi kullanilmis ve elde edilen veriler istatistiklerle sayisal
olarak aktarilmistir. Ayrica, belirlenen veri tabanlarinda (NDLTD, PQDT, YOKTEZ) son alt1 y1l (2019-2025)
icinde konuyla ilgili yiiksek lisans tezleri incelenerek igerik analizi yapilmustir. igerik analizi yapilacak tezlerin
kavramsal ¢ergevesi, “gd¢-goemen”, “gdg-mekan”, “gd¢-ic mimari” ve “gd¢cmen mekanlarr” anahtar kelimeleri
aranarak belirlenmistir. Ug veri tabanindan toplam 9111 teze erisilmistir. Bunlardan 187'si konu ile ilgili
bulunmustur. Veri tabanlarinin sinirli raporlama yetenekleri, tiim ¢aligmalarin manuel olarak aranmasina neden
olmustur. Her veri tabanindan bes tez se¢ilmis ve incelenmistir. Arastirma Ornegi, segilen tezler ve bunlara
dahil edilen gé¢men roportajlarindan (165'ten fazla gégmen roportaji) olugmustur. Veri analizi, tez
goriismelerindeki géemen anlatilarindan ortak anlamlar aktarabilecek kavramlari belirledi ve baglamlar
olusturuldu.

Bu baglamlarin i¢ tasarimla iligkisi, fiziksel sinirlamalari ve mekanda nasil
yansitildiklar1 da aidiyet, kiiltiirel kimlik ve mekan baglaminda degerlendirildi.

Bulgular ve Tartisma: Bu ¢aligmada incelenen gogmen anlatilari, yeni yerlesilen mekanlarin fiziksel
ozellikleri, 6rnegin yeterlilikleri ve sinirlamalari, mekansal diizenlemeleri ve donanimlar1 hakkinda iggdriiler
saglamaktadir. Ayrica, kiiltiirel aliskanliklarin ve kiiltiirel eserlerin kullaniminin mekana nasil yansidigt ve
hangi &zelliklerin baglant1 ve aidiyeti giiclendirdigi hakkinda bilgi elde edilmistir. Ozellikle gdcmenler,
kiiltirel kimlik ve bir mekana aidiyet duygusu konusunda benzer ifadelerde bulunmustur. Bulgular, neredeyse
tim gd¢menlerin mekanlarina kiiltiirel kimliklerini yansitan miidahalelerde bulunduklarini gdstermektedir.
Ancak, i¢ tasarim ve gb¢ arasinda dogrudan bir baglanti olmasina ragmen, tez incelemeleri bu alandaki
caligmalarin oldukga smirli oldugunu ortaya koymustur. Bu durum, gé¢menlerin kiiltiirel kimlikleriyle daha
saglikli, daha gilivenli ve daha 6zel yasam alanlarinda var olmalarmi saglayan mekan faktoriiniin yeni
perspektiflerden ele alinmasinin 6nemli yaklasimlar gelistirecegini gostermektedir.

Calisma, mekanlar1 kisisellestirmenin ve deneyim kazanmanin aidiyet duygusunu besledigini ve
bireylerin bu mekanlara katkida bulunduklarinda baglantilar ve iliskiler kurabildiklerini ortaya koymustur.
Ayrica, mekanin yeterliligi, mekanlar arasi islevsellik ve diizenli bir yapi, yeterli depolama alanina erigim ve
islevsel ve esnek ¢oziimlerin uygulanabilirligi gibi 6zellikler gogmenlerin ortak beklentileridir ve bu kosullar
gocmenlerin yasam alanlarinda genellikle karsilanmamaktadir. Gog¢menlerin yeni yasam alanlarinda,
gecmisleri ve anilariyla ilgili kiiltiirel veya cesitli anlamlar tasiyan nesneleri, esyalari, dekoratif dgeleri ve
dokunuslar1 (renk, doku, malzeme vb.) dahil ederek veya aliskanliklarina ve kimliklerine 6zgii mekansal
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diizenlemeler yaratarak transferler yaptiklar1 gozlemlenmistir. Bu, mekanla olan iliskiyi gliclendirerek bir bag
ve aidiyet duygusu yaratir ve kendi 6znel kimliklerini bu mekan icinde yansitma arzusunu gésterir. Incelenen
anahtar kavramlar arasinda “barinak, aidiyet ve kiiltiirel kimlik” 6zellikle 6ne ¢ikmistir. Mekanla en sik
iligkilendirilen alt kavramlar “ev, konfor, giivenlik, entegrasyon, yer arama, varlik, koken, melez kimlik,
birikim, yansima, kimlik insasi, baglanti, aidiyet, kisisellestirme, uyum, kabul, yer degistirme, yeniden inga-
ingaat, kopus ve birikim-hafiza transferi” olmustur.

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Spatial Representation of Cultural Identity: A Conceptual Assessment of Graduate Theses in
the Context of Migration

Introduction

Migration is a global phenomenon that occurs as a result of people relocating from their
home countries either voluntarily or forcibly due to various vital reasons such as war, economic
conditions, education, climate, and security. Depending on its nature, migration may turn into
population mobility at national or global levels. In particular, irregular and uncontrolled migration
flows are considered significant in terms of their impact on the lifestyles, cultural values, and habits
of both migrant and host societies. According to the International Organization for Migration (IOM)
of the United Nations (UN), there were 281 million international migrants worldwide in 2024, while
the number of forcibly displaced persons reached 117 million (Mcauliffe & Oucho, 2024, p. 8). As
of 2025, comprehensive official figures have not yet been released. In Tiirkiye, according to the
official data announced by the Directorate of Migration Management (DMM) in 2024, 4,171,415
foreign nationals hold legal residence status (DMM, 2024).

The International Organization for Migration (IOM) defines migration as the movement of
people away from their usual place of residence to a new place of residence, either within the same
state or across an international border. The Turkish Language Association (TDK) defines migration
as “the act of individuals or communities moving from one country to another, or from one settlement
to another, due to economic, social, or political reasons; relocation” (TDK, 2025). Tiirkyillmaz et
al. (1998, p. 2) describe migration as “leaving one’s geographical place of residence for unique
reasons, with the intention of settling permanently or temporarily, and relocating to a new place.”
Based on these definitions, it can be argued that migration is an action directly related to space and
arises from the fundamental human need for shelter. In general terms, migration can be defined as a
population movement that affects social structures through the economic, social, political, and
cultural dimensions of the practice of changing geographical space (Ozer, 2004, p. 11; Ozkan, 2019,
p. 129). Citing Ozkan (2019, p. 129), Nakhoul (2014, p. 4) also defines migration as “the act of
individuals or groups changing their place of residence permanently or temporarily, for long or short
periods, due to various reasons.”

Ultimately, migration is perceived as a movement that can generate both positive and
negative outcomes by affecting various layers of social structure through its social, cultural, political,
and economic dimensions. In this context, the ability of migrant communities to establish bonds and
relationships with space in the environments to which they migrate, and to sustain their lives in
accordance with their own values, influences the direction and nature of these outcomes. Therefore,
with a focus on the concepts of place and space that are prominent in the phenomenon of migration,
the relationship between spatial belonging and identity integrity—established through social and
physical environments—and interior design has been considered highly significant and has shaped
the main theme of this study. The aim of the study is to examine the role of cultural identity in
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migrants’ ability to adapt to new living environments and develop a sense of belonging, as well as
how this identity is reflected in space. In spatial analyses, rather than focusing solely on individuals’
physical needs, emphasis is placed on how migrants integrate elements specific to their identities into
space within an increasingly layered cultural structure. In this context, theses related to the subject
were identified within the selected databases, and those that included interviews and in-depth
conversations with migrants (involving more than 165 migrant participants) were selected.
Accordingly, by taking into account the narratives of migrants from different ethnic groups and
diverse geographical contexts within the framework of space, identity, and belonging, it was possible
to identify concepts that could represent shared meanings in the migration—space relationship.
Furthermore, by establishing thematic contexts based on these concepts, their relationship with
interior design was evaluated. It is considered that examining these concepts, or addressing them
within this framework in future studies, will contribute to spatial design practices. In this regard, the
present research and its data are regarded as significant. Moreover, the study is considered to offer
original value by bringing together and synthesizing methodologies and primary-source migrant
narratives from thesis studies conducted in different regions, thereby aiming to present a
comprehensive and broad perspective. Within this framework, the scope of the study consists
primarily of migrant statements presented in the theses; additionally, in certain cases, analyses
derived from migrant narratives by the thesis authors have also been utilized.

An examination of the literature on the concept of migration reveals that numerous studies
have been conducted across a wide range of disciplines, including sociology, psychology, and
economics. However, within the context of interior design, limited attention has been given to the
spatial factor that enables migrants to exist with their cultural identities in healthier, safer, and more
privacy-oriented living environments. This gap has led to the recognition of a need for more
comprehensive studies that address the concepts of migration, migrants, and space in greater depth.
Within this framework, a systematic literature review was conducted at the intersection of interior
architecture and spatial design, drawing on related disciplines and migration studies, and was
supported by content analysis and comparative methods within the dimensions of cultural identity
and spatial belonging. The study was developed around the following research question: What is the
role of cultural identity in the relationship that migrants establish with the spaces in which they
resettle, and how is this identity reflected in space?

Method

This study employs a qualitative content analysis method. The data obtained were transferred
into numerical form through generated statistics. In the methodological progression of the study, the
following methods and steps were followed. A conceptual and theoretical framework was established
based on the keywords “migration—migrant,” “migration—space,” “migration—interior architecture,”
and “migrant spaces,” and database searches were conducted accordingly. The reason for mentioning
these keywords in the methodological section is that they serve as indicators for the main concepts
to be determined in the subsequent stage of the study.

This framework, which illustrates the progression of concepts from the general to the
specific, represents the starting point for the formation of sub-concepts. In the study, three databases
were utilized;

1. “Networked Digital Library of Theses and Dissertations (NDLTD) ",

2. “ProQuest Dissertations & Theses Global (PODT)”,

3. “Council of Higher Education National Thesis Center” (YOK National Thesis
Center-YOKTEZ)”
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The research was conducted by examining data from the last six years (2019-2025), and the
data were collected through a systematic review of the accessed theses. The primary reason for
selecting these databases for the research is their widespread use and high frequency of utilization—
that is, their high level of data flow and dynamism—as well as their multidisciplinary nature. The
study was initiated in 2024 and initially focused on a five-year period covering data from 2019 to
2024. Subsequently, studies from 2025 were also included in the research. Since the aim was to
concentrate on up-to-date studies, only theses from the most recent six-year period were examined.
In addition, the study sought to gain insight into the relationship between the increasing migration
issues of the present day and the parallelism observed in studies conducted in recent years. Theses
were chosen as the primary focus because they generally involve more intensive and in-depth
research. In this context, a total of 9,111 theses were identified as a result of searches conducted
across the selected databases. This outcome was obtained through searches using the aforementioned
keywords in the three databases. The titles and abstracts of all theses were manually reviewed
individually to determine their relevance to the research topic, and only 187 theses were found to be
directly related. Among these, 25 theses belonged to the field of architecture and 3 to interior
architecture, while the remaining theses were from other disciplines. From the 187 relevant theses, a
total of 15 theses—five from each database—were selected for detailed analysis within the context
of migration, space, cultural identity, and belonging. Among these, three were interior architecture
theses and three were architecture theses, while the remaining ones were selected from different
disciplines. The selection criteria and number of theses analyzed, as well as the decision not to limit
the sample exclusively to architecture and interior architecture, are based on several reasons;

o First, the selection of 15 theses from the total of 187 was based on a methodological
approach. It was essential that the selected theses relied on semi-structured interviews,
questionnaires, and in-depth interviews conducted with migrants. The limited number of
studies focusing on physical spaces, together with the inclusion of migrants as primary
sources, constituted the main reasons for their selection, as these factors enable the
acquisition of physical, cultural, and perceptual data related to space. This study addresses
the migration—space—culture—identity—belonging relationship at a conceptual level. In this
regard, bringing together data derived from multiple approaches and grounded in the
narratives of numerous migrants has provided a broader perspective. On the other hand, it is
considered that 15 theses are sufficient to articulate and compare the key issues addressed
by the study. Therefore, the study was not intended to expand the scope merely by increasing
the number of theses. Although increasing the number of analyzed theses would enlarge the
sample, it was observed that this would not lead to significant differences in the evaluation
of the obtained data. The concepts and expressions identified in other theses exhibit
similarities with those examined in this study. Should a different analytical approach be
required, the sample size may be expanded accordingly.

e Second, the primary reason why not all theses were selected exclusively from the disciplines
of architecture and interior architecture is that the methodologies employed in many of these
studies are not generally based on interviews with migrants. Among the selected theses, there
are a few that are not entirely grounded in migrant interviews; however, these studies are
closely related to the scope of the research. Nevertheless, it is considered that direct
interviews with migrants are of greater importance for future spatial studies. In addition, the
perspectives and approaches of other disciplines to these concepts contribute to the further
development of the subject matter.

e Migration and cultural identity constitute a complex subject situated at the intersection of
multiple disciplines, including architecture, interior architecture, psychology, urban
planning, anthropology, cultural studies, sociology, philosophy, and geography. For this
reason, rather than limiting the migration—cultural identity relationship to the perspective of
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a single discipline, it is considered that examining it through its multilayered structure
provides a broader and more comprehensive viewpoint. Accordingly, analyzing theses from
different disciplines together enables a holistic understanding of the subject.

On the other hand, within the discipline of interior architecture, migration experiences are
generally examined through spatial organization, function, use, and housing. In this context,
the detailed exploration of concepts such as cultural identity, memory, attachment,
belonging, migration memory, security, and trauma in other disciplines complements the
aspects that may remain underdeveloped in interior space design studies. Thus, it is argued
that integrating the research methods and approaches of different disciplines in the analysis
of complex social phenomena leads to more reliable and comprehensive outcomes.

In the formation of cultural identity, not only spatial preferences but also social behaviors,
social ties, individual experiences and memory, and rituals play a significant role. Therefore,
when addressing the relationship between space and cultural identity and its modes of
representation, users’ emotions and perceptions, social practices, cultural structures, and the
factor of memory should be evaluated alongside physical spatial arrangements. Particularly
when viewed through the lens of migration, the integration of multiple fields increases the
visibility of newly intersecting concepts such as integration, adaptation, cultural structure,
hybrid identity, hybrid cultural formation, memory, perceptions of home, attachment, and
belonging. This necessitates the joint examination of thesis studies produced across different
disciplines alongside architecture and interior architecture.

o From a purely interior architecture perspective, this user-centered discipline, which aims
to produce user-oriented solutions, inevitably needs to draw upon studies produced by other
disciplines in order to more accurately identify the spatial needs of migrants within the
context of cultural identity. It is considered that such an interdisciplinary integration can
offer a new methodological approach to migration-oriented spatial studies and to the
development of alternative design models in architecture and interior space design.

In the study, the keywords were reflected and derived to foreground the focal points of the
subject and to determine the criteria for examination and analysis within the theses;

“Migration—Migrant”,  “Home—Housing”,  “Culture—Space”,  “Space—Belonging”,
“Cultural Identity”

Five main concepts were determined based on the key concepts. Through these main
concepts, the narratives of migrants in interviews and discussions within the selected 15 theses were
analyzed. Citations were used to identify sub-concepts that influence the formation of space in
relation to physical, cultural, and identity-based connections and belonging. The primary aim of
developing these sub-concepts was to reach deeper layers of meaning that could impact spatial
formation and design. In the content analysis conducted to derive the sub-concepts, common and
recurring statements among migrants were considered. Elements expressed in the narratives, the
similarities in emphasized words and definitions, their frequency, and the relationships of meaning
they reflected served as relevant indicators consistent with the subject, aiding the development of the
sub-concepts.

The sub-concepts identified separately in the three databases were consolidated based on
their commonalities, and contextual frameworks were created to relate them to interior space design.
The aim here was to reflect why these sub-concepts are relevant to interior design. Additionally,
quotations from migrant narratives were used to analyze the characteristics and limitations of
physical space in terms of function, adequacy, and equipment, as well as the reflection of cultural
identity and sense of belonging in space. Each quotation was examined to determine which of the
previously identified sub-concepts it corresponded to, thereby informing how it should be considered
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in spatial design. All stages of the analysis conducted in the study were documented and presented
through tables.

Comparison and Evaluation

In the study, migrant statements from the examined theses were analyzed across databases
to identify the limitations of physical space, as well as the cultural characteristics and reflections that
link space, belonging, and identity. Additionally, the expectations and desires of migrants were
documented. The study concludes by presenting the identified sub-concepts, the developed
contextual frameworks, the evaluation of the statements, the influence of conceptual approaches on
improvements in the spatial design process, cultural impacts and reflections, and the expectations
within interior space design.

As a result of the database search, it was observed that the keywords “migration—migrant”
and “migration—space” were prominent across all three databases. Additionally, the NDLTD
database yielded results for “migrant spaces”, while PQDT and YOKTEZ produced results for
“migration—interior architecture”. The common methodology of the selected theses (except for two)
involved interviews, surveys, and questionnaires with migrants using semi-structured questions.
Various other methods, such as comparative analysis, interpretive approaches, phenomenological
studies, and experimental case studies, were also applied. Concepts related to space identified in the
studies are briefly presented in the tables.

Formation of Sub-Concepts

The heading of the findings section explains, within the framework of the study outlined
above, how the sub-concepts were derived from migrant narratives and author analyses in the theses.
A larger number of concepts were identified across the theses; however, since the aim of this section
is to determine the concepts that can contribute to new insights in the context of spatial design, only
the common concepts most frequently emphasized by migrants and repeatedly appearing in each
thesis were selected. The table below (Table 4) illustrates the selection of sub-concepts along with
the corresponding excerpts from the theses.

It is thought that the meanings expressed by contexts combined with sub-codes in spatial
design can provide useful approaches for future studies. For example, when examining the statements
of immigrant participants under the main theme of ‘Migration—Immigrant,” it was observed that sub-
concepts such as ‘challenges, anxiety, disorder, and needs’ were frequently used (see example: Table
4). Upon deeper analysis of these concepts, it appears that immigrants were not merely attempting to
express relocation, quality of life, order and control, habits, basic necessities, or uncertainties with
these terms, but were also conveying spatial belonging, the relationships they established, amenities,
and the emotions and accumulations associated with these spaces. Similar patterns are observed with
other sub-concepts and their relationship to space. In short, space is an integral part of individuals’
life processes, serving as a witness to their experiences and reflecting their traces. This highlights the
role of space within these processes. Therefore, the sub-concept—context—interior space relationship
is considered significant. In this section of the study, the relationship between concept, context, and
space has been examined, and emerging phenomena have been discussed. Migration is a broad topic
studied in many fields beyond architecture and interior design. During this study, it was observed
that in both the theses included and those excluded from the scope, the phenomenon of migration
was examined with similar concepts; however, when considering migration in relation to space, it
became clear that there are additional layers of meaning that trigger cognitive perception and
emotion. This has been presented based on the concepts and information obtained.

The sub-concepts that are common and most frequently used among the concepts scanned
across databases have been grouped above. When examining the relationship between the sub-
concepts obtained from the theses and context—interior space, it was observed that concepts such as
spatial belonging, identity formation, memory and recollection of past life, reflection of memories,
accumulated experiences, and cultural disposition were particularly prominent among immigrant
participants. These concepts, grouped under the space—culture relationship, were found to
significantly influence interior spaces and play a holistic role in the user—space relationship. A review
across different databases based on common concepts revealed that some sub-concepts were used
more frequently. In this regard, the unifying phenomenon that encompasses all these concepts is
space.

Spatial evaluations regarding
immigrants’ living spaces were conducted. The aim of this section is to address the design elements,
spatial facilities, and sub-concept relationships that stand out in terms of the functionality and
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adequacy of immigrant spaces. In this way, key points regarding the physical characteristics and
amenities of spaces, as well as immigrants’ expectations, have been identified.”

Evalution

In general, the key points and expectations regarding the physical characteristics of the space,

according to immigrant discourses, are as follows:

* The adequacy and safety of the technical and functional equipment and space usage of the physical

space,
* Having standards that meet basic needs,
* Allowing for individual transfer and personalization,

* The ability to organize comfortably and conveniently within spatial limitations, the availability of

flexible and functional living spaces and equipment,

* The ability to incorporate cultural elements, habits, and life practices into the space.

Furthermore, under this heading, it has been possible to make a comparison among the theses

examined in the databases. In the theses reviewed in NDLTD regarding physical space, the areas
were generally found to be adequate; however, the functionality of space usage and furnishings was
observed to be inconsistent with user-centered organization and flexibility. Additionally, it was found
that the safety of the living space affects comfort and ease of use. According to common and similar
statements of immigrants in NDLTD theses, the ability to modify the space through various user
interventions and to add personal belongings reduces the sense of transience (see Example Thesis 2).
In the theses examined in PQDT, participants generally did not directly address the characteristics or
limitations of physical space or its functionality, as was the case in NDLTD or YOKTEZ. Instead,
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PQDT participants more frequently expressed opinions regarding the mutual roles of the user and
the space.

Additionally, participants did not explicitly express opinions regarding furnishings. This is
likely due to the questions posed by the thesis authors not directly eliciting such responses from the
immigrant participants. In the theses from YOKTEZ, however, most participants discussed the space,
physical usage conditions, and inadequacies in interior furnishings, emphasizing that these factors
affect quality of life. Some participants indicated satisfaction with the adequacy of space and spatial
furnishings. Overall, participants expressed contentment with safe living conditions and the
sufficiency of environmental facilities. Furthermore, compared to participants in theses from other
databases, YOKTEZ participants were observed to reflect their cultural and spatial habits, as well as
personal belongings, in their living spaces to a greater extent. They continue to maintain their cultural
attachments within the spatial context.

The Relationship Between Space, Cultural Identity, and Spatial Belonging

Excerpts were taken from theses, based on immigrant narratives and the analyses of thesis
authors, addressing the relationship of belonging that develops between the cultural structure of space
and the user. Evaluations were conducted through the lens of immigrants’ emotional and cognitive
perceptions. The aim of this section is to understand how immigrants’ cultural and identity ties are
reflected in space, how this affects spatial belonging, and the related sub-concept relationships. Key
points in the relationship between space, cultural identity, and belonging, as well as immigrants’
expectations, have been identified.

Under this heading, it has been possible to make a comparison among the theses examined
in the databases. In NDLTD, it was observed that immigrants transferred their identity characteristics,
past connections, and accumulated experiences into the space, and that cultural influences were
evident in spatial arrangements. This facilitates users in establishing a relationship with the space
and enhancing their sense of belonging. Theses examined in PQDT and YOKTEZ also contained
statements emphasizing the relationship between belonging and connection. In this regard, it can be
said that across all three databases, the theses yielded parallel findings regarding spatial culture,
reflections, habits, and the sense of belonging.

In YOKTEZ, it was generally observed from immigrant statements that the relationship
between space and culture is valued, and that cultural elements were carried into their new living
spaces. Participants reflected cultural features and habits specific to their past lives as memory
elements that add meaning to their spaces. Comparing immigrant narratives across all three
databases, it was concluded that the transfer of cultural reminders and sustained habits into the space
contributes to making immigrants feel at home. This provides a sense of security and comfort while
also helping immigrants connect to their new spaces and adapt to their environments. The sub-
concepts linked in NDLTD and YOKTEZ databases were found to be similar.

Evaluation In general, regarding the relationship between space, cultural identity, and belonging, the key points
and expectations highlighted by immigrant narratives are as follows:
e Immigrants use their cultural identity in forming a connection with space.
e Tangible objects reflected in the space appear to be the elements that nurture a sense of
belonging.
e Immigrants modify certain functional arrangements of spaces according to their cultural
characteristics and living habits.
e  Usage habits significantly influence the furniture and object arrangement. Some
immigrants integrate themselves into the space through objects, making it resemble their
previous homes.

Evaluation of Thesis Reviews

In the study examining the effects of the relationship between migration, space, cultural
identity, and spatial belonging on the physical environment, a conceptual investigation was
conducted based on theses available in databases. The study focused on the statements of immigrant
participants in the selected theses within the context of the research topic. From these statements,
sub-concepts that were considered to potentially influence spatial design were derived (these
concepts are presented above). Considering the relationship between concept, context, and interior
space, it can also be noted that the study aimed to establish a pattern. The fact that the theses included
interviews with different immigrant groups (over 165 in total) across various countries provided an
opportunity to approach the study from the perspective of participants with diverse identities. This
can be said to enrich the study. From the immigrants’ statements in the theses, information was
obtained regarding features that enhance spatial connection and belonging, such as the adequacy and
limitations of space, spatial organization, furniture and equipment, as well as elements reflecting
cultural identity, the use of cultural habits, and the placement of personal belongings in space. These
findings, along with their evaluations, have been shared in the preceding sections.

The phenomenon of migration-immigrants and belonging-connection-identity-culture-space
is considered an interdisciplinary topic, encompassing multiple disciplines due to the density and
diversity of its meaning and research layers (U. Ak, 2021, p. 1751; Sert, 2016, p. 508). Literature
searches conducted across three databases within this scope revealed that fields such as sociology,
psychology, urban planning, international relations, philosophy, ethnic and migration studies,
education, history, and geography have particularly developed approaches to the topic. However,
when considering the direct relationship of migration with housing, space, and spatial design, it was
observed that the representation of architecture and interior architecture disciplines is numerically
quite limited, with interior architecture being particularly underrepresented. This observation
emerged during the course of the study. Investigating where migration studies stand in terms of
quantity and methodological development within the interior architecture discipline remains a task
for future research.

Migration, Cultural Identity, and the Relationship with Space

The concept of migration is a significant phenomenon that enables the reconfiguration of
human, life, and spatial patterns in environments different from the norm. It involves physical,
economic, and ecological dimensions, affecting the social life, subjective existence, and identity of
individuals or groups, and can substantially alter their cultural practices. Moreover, migration
“causes changes not only in the physical relocation of people but also in certain occupations,
production and consumption habits, housing types, and daily life practices” (Demir, 2022, pp. 132—
135). In this context, migrants’ efforts to exist outside the societies in which they were raised and
belong can lead to the suppression of their cultural values, the disruption of their identity integrity,
and challenges in social integration.
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In the contextual relationship established above, it is observed that the core concepts are
particularly divided into sub-concepts. In both societies, after entering a process of acceptance and
adaptation, a process of reflection and influence begins. Thus, the integration with the society
perceived as “the other” for both sides brings about intercultural interaction.

The Need for Housing and Acceptance

Providing for human physiological needs and ensuring a safe life, “housing” is a fundamental
necessity. In this context, physical space helps in making meaningful and significant inferences about
individuals’ emotions and behaviors. Housing generally serves a dual function: on one hand, it
provides protection from external factors, and on the other, it is associated with the concept of
“home.” Although this concept has evolved and transformed over centuries, it has retained its
primary function, namely meeting the most essential conditions of comfort (Cakir, 2022).

It can be stated that immigrants undergo the process of acceptance in their new living
environments in two ways. The first is adopting the space because it meets their basic needs and
provides safety. According to Karatas and Duyan (2021, p. 5484), acceptance is “developed through
respecting the values and daily functioning of the settled society and continuing vital activities
without causing disturbance.” Although the concepts of acceptance and adaptation share similarities,
there are qualitative differences between them. In this context, the most significant difference is
considered to be the “cultural infrastructure.” When the cultural infrastructures of the two societies
exhibit similar characteristics, positive adaptation occurs, thereby facilitating the process of
acceptance.

Spatial Belonging, Connection, and Identity Integrity: Interaction with Space

Individuals form connections both based on the conditions and characteristics of the spaces
they inhabit and through their relationships with the communities in which they live. According to
Oztiirk and Halag (2022, p. 434), the concept of belonging can be defined as “the interaction that
individuals establish with spaces on a physical, behavioral, experiential, and emotional level.” In this
context, spatial belonging is explained as the bond that develops toward the surrounding environment
through perceptions resulting from experiencing the physical space (Tuan, 1974; Williams & Vaske,
2003; Dogan & Tokol, 2023). Space, shaped by countless layers of meaning, becomes a living
environment in which individuals can transfer their accumulated knowledge and cultural identity
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from the past, creating safe and healthy settings that foster a sense of belonging. Migration, however,
is a factor that can significantly disrupt this meaningful relational whole.

Migration causes not only individuals but also their values and accumulated knowledge to
relocate (Ozer, 2004, p. 11). Consequently, it can be said that the meaning systems of both individuals
and communities undergo change and transformation, and that both the abandoned and newly
inhabited spaces are affected by this process (Ekici & Tuncel, 2014, p. 10). Individuals who separate
from their original society and environment encounter features in their new surroundings that differ
from their previous life habits. The differences in attitudes, behaviors, beliefs, and thought patterns
in the new environment can lead to feelings of alienation, and individuals striving to adapt and
survive bring these anxieties into the spaces they inhabit. In the concept of belonging, which develops
through emotion and perception, social and cultural continuity is considered crucial for strengthening
users’ connections with space (Oztiirk & Halag, 2022, p. 435; Chagel & Giiltekin, 2023). In this
context, when considering the notion of spatial belonging, the formation of cultural or social bonds
with the settled society enables reciprocal interaction. Emotional attachment between different
environments, or the degree to which values establish proximity in a given setting, reinforces the
sense of belonging (Low & Altman, 1992; Hidalgo & Hernandez, 2001; Moore & Scott, 2003).
Studies on spatial belonging have primarily explored place attachment (functional belonging) and
place identity (emotional belonging). The interaction between communities and individuals within
specific areas and spaces, the sharing of common experiences, and the shaping of collective memory
all strengthen the sense of belonging (Kyle, Graefe, & Manning, 2005).

It can be stated that there is a dynamic and evolving relationship between space and its users.
In this context, Gegkili (2015) explains the effect of space on belonging through the concept of
“intervention capacity,” presenting it in a simple proposition: “When a person intervenes in a space,
the space also intervenes in the person, creating a form of communication between them. Over time,
this communication evolves into spatial belonging” (Gegkili, 2015). According to Gegkili (2015),
the characteristics inherent in a space—perceived and utilized by individuals—position the space as
both a producer and a subject. However, users establish a connection with the space by intervening
in these characteristics. In this way, the interaction between space and user gives rise to spatial
belonging. Another factor that strengthens the sense of belonging in space is time. The duration of
users’ presence in a space, coupled with their gradual shaping of the space according to their
subjective needs and habits, as well as the accumulation of memories, familiarity, and shared
experiences that trigger sensory associations, contributes to the development of belonging (Giirani,
2022; Akgay, 2025). For example, visual or auditory elements in a living space—such as familiar
colors, smells, or sounds—can evoke feelings and memories, and through the positive emotions
generated by the amygdala, the individual perceives the space as their own (Akcay, 2025). This
creates a sensory bond between user and space. The formation of belonging in space can be observed
through the provision of trust and comfort. Furthermore, the emotional connection developed
between space and user is known to affect both physical and psychological well-being. Users enrich
the space with meaning through various elements such as furnishings, layout, cultural-symbolic
objects, color, and texture, thereby personalizing their living environments and nurturing the sense
of belonging. Conversely, if a space consists solely of physical elements without the inclusion of the
user, the sense of belonging is hindered, and the space may feel temporary, foreign, or cold (Akcay,
2025). In the context of migration, the concept of spatial belonging carries particular significance.
Individuals settling in new living environments may feel disconnected from the elements that reflect
their own identities and familiarities, leading to a sense of separation from their personal narratives
and roots. If this disconnection persists despite prolonged occupancy, it may negatively affect
individuals’ personality, identity, and self-perception. Additionally, treating migrants as guests or
reminding them of their temporary status further impedes the formation of attachment to space.
“Although migrants leave behind physical and everyday elements, they preserve their social practices
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through memory” (Ulubay & Onal, 2022). “Migrants cling to even the smallest memories of the
geography they belong to, seeking to maintain the foundations of their existence and identity”
(Ulubay & Onal, 2022, p. 269; Stelaku, 2007).

Erdonmez and Aki (2005) have stated that space is “a three-dimensional representation of
the distances, gaps, and relationships between humans and humans, humans and objects, and objects
and objects.” Identity, on the other hand, can be considered as a whole that distinguishes individuals
from others and encompasses different qualities and characteristics (Erdonmez & Aki, 2005, pp. 67-
87; Aygeng, 2020, p. 26). Just as identity expresses the unique characteristics and originality of a
society or individuals, the characterizing structure of spaces, consisting of their physical and
organized form, is also important in creating the identity of a space. Therefore, the identity of space
and the identity of the individual shape each other through mutual influence. The unique identity of
spaces, defined by their plan typology, location, functionality, limitations, adequacy, light, and
amenities, gains new meaning when combined with individuals’ self-identities. In this sense, the
identity of space, which is shaped in this way and remains open to new developments, requiring
change over time, also represents a reflection of the individual’s self-identity (Polat & Birsel, 2006,
pp. 57-67). Aygeng (2020), drawing on the statements of Bryiklioglu (2011), evaluates space from a
residential perspective as follows: the daily life routines and experiences of humans, as well as all
situations occurring within the residence and its immediate surroundings, determine the “identity of
space” (Aygeng, 2020, p. 26; Biyiklioglu, 2011). When all these components are considered together,
it appears possible to describe the elements that shape the sense of belonging to a space as a bond
formed both from the physical characteristics of the space and the unique attributes of its users
through interaction and sharing.

Cultural Identity and Its Reflection in Interior Space

Since the 18th century, culture has been shaped based on beliefs, behaviors, and thought, and
it has been studied as an important concept in various fields such as philosophy, sociology,
psychology, anthropology, and others. It also appears as a living, transmitted, and evolving
phenomenon (Dikecligil, 1994, p. 39; Arslantas, 2008, p. 106). When examining the concept of
cultural identity, it is observed that although identity and culture were initially addressed separately
by different disciplines, they have gradually begun to integrate over time. On one hand, this process
is socially and psychologically based and can be associated with perception and senses, while on the
other hand, it can be identified in a physical context with space (Bilgiseven, 1995, pp. 18-19). Giiveng
(1997) emphasizes that this situation is shaped by how a person identifies themselves and perceives
themselves in relation to others (Giiveng, 1997, p. 8).

Proshansky et al. (1983), in their “Human—Environment Relationship” theory, explained that
identity is an important factor in the formation of the emotional bond between humans and space.
According to the theory, identity and space develop holistically, and space is far more than just a
physical environment; it plays a significant role in the development of identity (Proshansky et al.,
1983). Lefebvre (2023), in turn, approached the relationship between cultural identity and space
through the lens of “social construction,” emphasizing that space is also constructed mentally and
culturally (Lefebvre, 2023). These perspectives support the idea that space and the individual exhibit
integrated development, interact continuously, and are nourished through lived experiences.
Furthermore, when examining the relationship between migration, space, culture, and identity, it can
be argued that culture is a transferable phenomenon: it leaves traces in spaces that are left behind and
is reflected in newly inhabited spaces, gradually building a new identity that merges the past with
the present.

The content of a space is shaped by lifestyle, behaviors, beliefs, and cultural values. The
development and transformation of culture also alter the understanding and perception of space
(Ozdemir, 2011, p. 63; Dalbay, 2024). Individuals form attachments to the spaces they inhabit based
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on certain values and define these spaces by blending them with their emotions through various
spatial variables (Goregenli & Karakus, 2014, p. 105).

It cannot be said that individuals initially transfer elements specific to their own identity into
their living spaces, with the most important reason being the process of social and environmental
acceptance. As Proshansky (1978) notes in his concept of place identity, “preferences, expectations,
and feelings in relation to the physical world and other people constitute a complex pattern that
integrates the identity of the place with that of the person” (Proshansky, 1978, pp. 147-170). The
adoption of living spaces by migrants, their ability to form attachments and acceptance, the transition
from a subcultural position to the creation of a new identity, and the transfer of their cultural assets
into their living spaces are all crucial for this process. Although differences between two societies
and the variability of spatial meanings and practices can make the sense of belonging challenging,
the identity formation process develops as similarities begin to emerge through mutual interaction.
In this context, the process involves “the determination of new boundaries, the incorporation of
shared cultural elements into new living spaces, and changes in the information related to their
positions” (Isik, 1994, p. 27).

“The formation of a sense of self and existence becomes possible when the political nature
of perceptions and relationships toward spaces in which cultural identity is defined is understood”
(Manzo, 2003). When the cultural structure and transmission of immigrants merge with the cultural
structure of the host society, an interaction process is initiated as a result of this integration (Dirimese
& Emre, 2022). Over time, this process is also reflected in both shared and individual spaces,
asserting its presence. The interaction framework presented above integrates and evaluates this
process through the concepts of individual, society, space, and culture.

Discussion

This study investigated the role of cultural identity and its reflection in space in enabling
individuals who have migrated—either voluntarily or involuntarily—to adapt to new living
environments and develop a sense of belonging. The study was approached conceptually and
developed through a content analysis method based on thesis studies that include interviews with
migrants. Two main reasons guided the use of this method: first, to gain insights by listening to
expressions regarding cultural identity and its spatial reflections from various ethnic groups in
different countries, and second, to derive common sub-concepts from these expressions. In this way,
the study aims to offer a new perspective for developing alternative approaches to space design based
on new concepts. Common concepts emerging from migrant expressions were grouped under five
main categories and related to interior design (see Table 5). The study further proposes the points at
which these concepts should be considered in the context of space design as follows:

e Grouping of Migration—Migrant Concepts and Their Place in Design
Group 1
Concepts: Challenges, Anxiety / Integration, Adaptation

Relationship with Interior Space: Creating a functional, high-quality, and usable living environment in
the space (facilitating—guiding—accessible)
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Design Solutions:

e Create multipurpose storage systems with shelves and cabinets, where each object has a
designated place, facilitating organization; also, clearly define areas for dining, resting, and
sleeping.

e  Clarify the functions of furniture and fixtures within the layout and define boundaries (e.g.,
lighting levels, placement, and orientation of furniture).

e Place objects and furniture in the space in a way that makes it easier for the user to understand
and read the environment.

e Introduce micro-spaces such as reading corners, tea corners, or retreat areas to help adapt to
the space by incorporating routines into daily life. Establishing a core area can increase a sense
of security and attachment, thereby reducing anxiety.

e Use warm and soft color transitions, minimal contrast effects, and soft textures (e.g., cotton,
linen), as well as adjustable lighting systems to reduce anxiety.

e Consider economic conditions by incorporating multifunctional, simple, and easy-to-use
modular furniture and items.

® Ensure that seating areas provide a clear view of the door to enhance the sense of security.

Group 2
Concepts: Mobility / Disorder / Disruption, Relocation
Relationship with Interior Space: Creating a flexible yet controlled environment in the space.

Design Solutions:

e Since frequent functional changes are expected in the new lifestyle, incorporate flexible
seating arrangements and convertible modular furniture (e.g., mobile sofas, L-shaped modular
sofas, ottomans, combined work-dining tables).

e Provide a corner or shelf (e.g., with hanging systems) where the user can place or decorate
objects that remind them of their cultural identity. This will reduce the sense of temporariness.

e  Use closed storage units, panel systems, or mobile work tools to reduce visual clutter (e.g.,
cables, accessories) and maintain the continuity of walls in the space.

e Avoid excessive use of objects and create organized, fluid circulation areas.

e Grouping of Home—Dwelling Concepts and Their Place in Design
Group 3
Concepts: Home, Belonging, Shelter, Sacred Space, Comfort, Peace, Security, Acceptance

Relationship with Interior Space: Convincing the user through physical features that the environment
is safe, that it belongs to them, and developing a comfort zone.
Design Solutions:

e Use color schemes, fabric choices (e.g., curtains, sofas, rugs), and lighting tools in warm and
calming tones (e.g., local lighting such as table lamps, wall sconces) to create a soothing and
familiar atmosphere, thereby enhancing the sense of security. Additionally, angular and
enveloping furniture types and their arrangement support a feeling of being embraced,
contributing to a sense of peace.

e The visibility of cultural objects, colors, and patterns within the space is important as it
reinforces the sense of home. Dispersing such elements across different areas of the space
nurtures belonging. Furthermore, including symbols that represent the user in the space helps
integrate the concepts of home and dwelling.

® Personalize the space through photographs, motifs, decorations combining cultural and modern
elements, and create personal areas such as worship or meditation corners to support the
adoption of the home.
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Group 4
Concepts: Rootlessness, Need, Emotion

Relationship with Interior Space: Guiding the user to engage with the function of the space in order
to move away from complex emotions (assigning a healing role to the space).
Design Solutions:

e  Areas without traces of the user can leave vague or impersonal impressions. Therefore, the use
of furniture that defines the flow of the space (e.g., rugs, floor tiles, furniture placement and
arrangement) is important. Additionally, strategically positioned focal points related to specific
themes (e.g., observation area, dining area, hobby corner, balcony) support the sense of clarity.
Creating clearly defined functional areas also reinforces the sense of place.

e Establishing memory walls, commemorative shelves, and layered memorabilia that reflect both
past and present experiences helps eliminate feelings of rootlessness and enhances a sense of
grounding. Lifeless spaces that give a sensory deficit negatively affect user psychology.

e Grouping of Culture—Space Concepts and Their Place in Design
Group 5
Concepts: Reflection, Transmission, Accumulation, Expression, Experiencing Emotions, Space and
Spirit
Relationship with Interior Space: Creating an environment that allows the user to personalize the
space. For example, adding fixture elements, making decorative interventions, or creating open/closed
walls to define areas. Allowing the user to reflect their identity in the space also ensures cultural
continuity.
Design Solutions:

e Space and design elements serve as mediators in reflecting individual or cultural identity.
Cultural habits, in particular, allow the adaptation of spatial perception to individual needs.
Maintaining this in new spaces strengthens the user’s attachment to the environment.
Examples include foldable flexible modules, large floor cushions, low elevated
tables/platforms for dining on the floor, and traditional serving trays.

e Selecting objects, wall panels, decorative elements, and colors that incorporate past
experiences into the new space to revive memories.

e Preserving cultural values, traditions, and rituals within the space to maintain past memory.
Examples include ritualized dining areas or voids, culturally specific corners for hosting guests
with serving cabinets, and dining-seating items using local products.

Group 6

Concepts: Cultural Attachment, Connection to Origins and the Past, Memory, Remembrance,
Symbolic Meaning

Relationship with Interior Space: Approaches that help users transfer data related to their own
identity and memories into the space (beyond placing objects in the environment, defining limitations
that accommodate the user’s culture and habits while also being acceptable to the new society; flexible
fixtures for privacy; implicit—explicit uses in interior—exterior spatial relationships).
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Design Solutions:

e Design hybrid spaces or fixtures that create connections between old and new cultures. For
example, placing traditional cooking tools in a modern kitchen or adding ethnic-patterned
cushions/pillows on sofas enables the experience of cultural identity both visually and
functionally within the space.

e Use various semi-closed, permeable partition systems or track-mounted textile dividers (e.g.,
curtains) to provide privacy in narrow or open areas. These systems create flexibility and can
define limited spaces (e.g., separating guest areas or distinguishing relaxation—seating zones).

e Traditional seating—relaxation arrangements within the home (e.g., divans, low tables, tatami
mats, cushioned floor seating) serve a functional purpose. Additionally, combining modern
products with local/regional elements can produce new spatial solutions, accelerating cultural
adaptation.

e Incorporating local plants with culturally significant landscaping elements provides variety
while creating bridges between past connections and the current environment.

e Connection to origins allows users to transfer their cultural identity into the space, while
attachment to the past ensures that memories, traditions, and cultural values are preserved. For
example, reinterpretation of traditional architectural elements (arches, niches, wooden
shutters) or repurposing symbolic materials with modern tools (e.g., transforming a wooden
door into a coffee table or wall panel, converting a window frame into a mirror frame)
significantly contributes to sustaining cultural memory.

e Grouping of Space—Belonging Concepts and Their Place in Design
Group 7

Concepts: Forming Connections and Relationships / Emotional Attachment, Belonging /
Personalization / Establishing Place Relationships

Relationship with Interior Space: Adapting the space to the user, arranging the environment to meet
user expectations, and improving the user’s spatial experience, thereby fostering a sense of belonging
to the space.

Design Solutions:

e Include prominent traditional elements that emphasize the user’s cultural heritage (e.g.,
displaying handicrafts, cultural motifs, patterns, decorative wall compositions). Use symbolic
colors (e.g., “evil eye” blue, earth/fertility tones) that convey cultural meanings and strengthen
the user’s connection to the space.

e Arrangements that enable the space to establish a relationship with the user are essential.
Incorporating naturally textured materials or elements (e.g., wooden furniture/shelves, plants)
supports this connection.

o Integrate flexible furniture that allows rearrangement according to personal preferences, and
select materials and textures (e.g., wood, clay, stone) that evoke natural, cultural, or familial
associations. This enhances user engagement and fosters emotional attachment to the space.

e Providing the user with opportunities to define boundaries and exercise control over the space
increases the sense of ownership.

e Grouping of Cultural Identity Concepts and Their Place in Design
Group 8
Concepts: Home-Identity Formation, Reconstitution / Becoming, Subjective Being / Self-Expression /
Self-Actualization, Accumulation / Layering / Hybrid Identity
Interior Space Relationship: The user’s adaptation and renewal within a new living environment,
incorporating their subjective presence, enabled through multi-functional use and the space’s flexibility.
For example, ease of use is facilitated by accommodating variations such as usage habits, equipment
flexibility, and inter-room organization, allowing the user to adjust to the new environment. Flexible use
also enables the user to reflect their habits onto the space.
Design Solutions:
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e Reconfigurable spaces such as open or closed kitchens, variable relationships between rooms,
storage arrangements according to user habits, or adaptable balcony usage.

e Flexible usage areas created through modular and culturally-informed furnishings.

e Decorative elements composed of blended motifs, materials, textures, and colors, transforming
them into décor products integrated into the space.

e Incorporation of unconventional materials, textures, furniture, and colors to create layered and
diverse spatial experiences.

e Functional arrangements tailored to needs, such as wall-folding desk systems, hidden storage
areas (under-bed storage, wall-integrated ergonomic shelving systems), lightweight stools, and
furniture designed for narrow spaces.

e Personalized space designs addressing individual functions and purposes (e.g., escape zones,
window-side seating areas, workspaces).

The sub-concepts are seen as instrumental in understanding the pattern between the user and
the space. The user cannot be considered independently of the space they inhabit or newly acquire,
just as the space cannot be thought of without its user. In this context, the sub-concepts are explored
theoretically to understand how they can inform spatial design and contribute to improvements. This
study represents only the initial phase, aiming to open a door for further investigation. The next step
involves creating codes and concepts, researching how these can be translated into applicable
solutions, and exploring them through fieldwork or new design examples of spaces. Such practical
applications are considered the subsequent phase or the next research focus. In this sense, it is
believed that this study can contribute to new research and to the development of improvements in
spatial design.

During the conceptual background research and review of related theses, two situations were
observed: one that was considered relevant to the topic, and another that, being outside the scope,
was not explored in depth:

1. A limited approach to interior space design, which is the most significant aspect of
the interior architecture discipline, within the context of the migration—space
relationship.

2. Studies focusing on the migration—space relationship generally do not conduct
fieldwork, and the methods employed in most qualitative works primarily rely on
surveys, interviews, and questionnaires.

The first situation was identified as a result of a manual search conducted across three
different databases. Since the databases reviewed did not provide a quantitative analysis
environment, the discourse could not be supported through graphical or statistical presentations. A
total of 9,111 theses were reached using keywords related to the migration—space relationship;
however, when evaluated based on titles and abstracts, only 187 were found to be related to interior
spaces. Among these, only 28 theses belonged to the fields of architecture and interior architecture.
Fieldwork-based studies among these were extremely rare. Out of the 28 theses, 19 were accessed
through YOKTEZ (16 in architecture, 3 in interior architecture). According to the data from other
databases, the main reason for a relatively higher number of theses in Turkey on migration—space
within architecture and interior architecture is attributed to the country experiencing intensive
migration waves. The observation of a limited approach to interior space design within the context
of migration—space is supported both by the very low number of relevant theses and by statements
made by the thesis authors themselves. Additionally, other factors may contribute, such as the
relatively small number of architecture and interior architecture departments across countries and
universities, variations in the prominence of migration as a research agenda among different
countries, or the prioritization of other interesting topics within interior space design. However, these
explanations are largely interpretive and intuitive. More concrete studies providing verifiable data
are needed for definitive conclusions. This topic was noted as an incidental finding during the
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research process and, since it does not constitute the main focus of the study, its further exploration
has been left to subsequent research.

Regarding the second situation, research conducted through databases revealed that very few
theses on the migration—space relationship were based on fieldwork. Most studies rely on theoretical
frameworks or methods such as surveys and interviews. For example, among the 28 architecture and
interior architecture theses identified, only 8 were based on fieldwork. A primary reason for this is,
as observed during thesis reviews, that many migrants are reluctant to allow images of their living
spaces to be taken or to permit entry into their homes. This highlights the limitations imposed by
cultural norms and privacy considerations. Another reason is that some studies relied solely on digital
methods, conducting surveys and interviews with migrants online. While this approach may be more
suitable for other disciplines depending on the study’s scope and perspective, in architecture and
interior architecture, it is particularly valuable to analyze both the individual and the physical space.
Especially in cases of forced mass migration, it is essential to consider interior design aspects—such
as functionality, flexible use, organization of interior and exterior spaces, fixture elements, and basic
necessities—when preparing suitable environments and physical spaces beforehand. Therefore,
studies that integrate both migrant interviews and spatial analyses are expected to yield more
meaningful and productive results for interior space design.

Conclusion and Evaluation

Humans have been relocating, individually or in groups, either voluntarily or out of
necessity, for centuries due to various factors such as shelter, food, geographical and climatic
conditions, wars, natural disasters, diseases, education, and economic reasons. Shelter, which carries
a meaning parallel to protection, has evolved over time to take its current form. In the modern era,
especially ongoing forced mass migrations have been concentrated in certain regions of the world,
leading to irregular distribution patterns. This situation has negatively affected population mobility
and demographic structures, influencing numerous social, cultural, and spatial concepts. While this
process can create challenging conditions for the host society, it also represents a period of significant
losses and disruptions for migrating groups. Ultimately, migration creates a situation in which
individuals are incorporated—either voluntarily or involuntarily—into a different social structure
and must establish shelter. Migrants often seek to transfer the spatial, cultural, and lifestyle
knowledge and experiences they leave behind to their new environments. This can be interpreted as
a memory—identity reflection, demonstrating their continued existence. Furthermore, the
accumulation of experiences, emotions, and cultural identity strengthens the communication and
connection that develop between humans and spaces. On the other hand, the ability to personalize
new living spaces and move freely within them helps foster a sense of belonging in these
environments.

The attitudes and behaviors of the host society significantly influence the adaptation of
migrants. Migrants often feel like outsiders in the new society they are trying to adjust to. The
experience of being “the other” and the effort to assert oneself creates a taxing, exhausting, and
stress- and anxiety-filled process. However, the process of acceptance that develops between the host
society and migrants also initiates a process of exploration. From this point onward, mutual
recognition and reflections between the two communities facilitate interaction. It becomes evident
that social dynamics play a critical role in shaping cultural reflections and identity formation. In this
context, the emerging social acceptance positively affects migrants’ living spaces, creating a sense
of security and comfort. Being able to move freely and comfortably within their own spaces has a
facilitative effect, enabling migrants to construct a new identity that integrates both past and present
experiences. Thesis searches were conducted over three selected databases, covering the last six years
(2019-2025). Based on these, sub-concepts derived from migrant narratives were developed,
contextualized, and their relationship to interior space design was explored. In addition, the physical
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characteristics and cultural identity of migrant spaces were examined, and the sub-concepts were
related to spatial design elements through tabular representations. The study revealed that sub-
concepts in interior space design provide insights into physical characteristics, cultural identity, and
the sense of belonging.

o It has been observed that personalizing spaces and gaining experiences within them fosters
a sense of belonging, allowing individuals to establish connections when they contribute
aspects of themselves to the environment.

o The interaction between space and user provides emotional relief; the formation of memories
and the assignment of new meanings encourages the adoption and internalization of the
space.

o Ensuring physical comfort in a space helps alleviate the anxieties of migrants. Furthermore,
factors such as adequate space, functional interconnections between areas, organized layouts,
access to sufficient storage, and the feasibility of functional and flexible solutions were
identified as common expectations among migrants, yet these conditions are often unmet in
their living environments.

o Migrants transfer elements related to their past, memories, cultural significance, or personal
identity into their new living spaces through objects, furniture, decorative items, touches
(color, texture, material, etc.), or spatial arrangements reflecting their habits and identities.
This process strengthens their connection to the space and expresses their subjective identity.
Furniture, objects, and décor collectively reflect the user’s identity, transforming the space
into a medium that both represents and defines the migrant’s relationship with their home.

o Migrants often bring memorabilia and elements tied to their previous lives into their new
spaces, indicating that cultural identity travels with them and that culture itself migrates.

o The continuity of experiences between migrants and their spaces enables users to feel safe
and comfortable, while simultaneously supporting the formation of a new identity.

o Spaces designed with qualities such as adequacy, efficiency, functionality, user
appropriateness, flexibility, and ease of perception are essential for improving quality of life
and meeting users’ needs.

o Among the key concepts identified, “shelter, spatial belonging, and cultural identity” were
especially prominent. The sub-concepts most frequently associated with the space included
“home, comfort, security, integration, place-seeking, existence, origin, hybrid identity,
accumulation, reflection, identity construction, connection, belonging, personalization,
adaptation, acceptance, relocation, reconstruction, rupture, and memory transfer—
accumulation.

It is believed that the sub-codes developed in this study can provide analytical approaches to
the issues outlined above. The findings derived from the common expressions of migrants in the
reviewed theses indicate that synthesizing design with users’ emotional states can significantly
influence spatial design. In this context, expanding and deepening the sub-concepts, understanding
the meanings they convey, identifying shared contexts, and determining the stages of the design
process in which they can be considered have been emphasized. This conceptual framework is also
expected to contribute to other disciplines that adopt a user-centered approach.

During the study, the lack of content in the databases that could support data analysis made
it challenging to perform quantitative analyses and resulted in insufficient data transfer. Therefore,
the obtained data were presented through arrangements created by the authors, such as diagrams,
statistics, tables, and word clouds.
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It is suggested that future studies adopt a more holistic perspective in the spatial context,
producing meaningful work that establishes relationships across complex layers. For subsequent
research, it is recommended that the concepts be explored and translated into new physical spaces
and user-centered design solutions, documented accordingly. The aim is for this study to contribute
to research on spaces within a cultural context and to provide evidence-based resources for future
researchers.

Gog, insanlarin savas, ekonomi, egitim, iklim, giivenlik gibi ¢esitli yasamsal sebeplerle,
kendi tilkesinden isteyerek veya zorunlu olarak, yer degistirmesi sonucu gerceklesen kiiresel bir
olgudur. Goglerin, icerigine bagli olarak ulusal veya kiiresel boyutta gerceklesebilen niifus
hareketliligine doniisebilecegi de bilinmektedir. Ozellikle diizensiz ve kontrolsiiz gd¢ dalgalari, go¢
eden ve gdg edilen toplumlarin yasam bigimlerini, kiiltiirel degerlerini ve aligkanliklarini etkilemesi
bakimimdan nemli goriilmektedir. Birlesmis Milletler (BM) Uluslararas1 Gog Orgiitii (IOM), 2024
yilinda diinya genelinde 281 milyon uluslararasi gogmen oldugunu, yerinden edilenlerin sayisinin
ise 117 milyona ulastigini bildirmistir (Mcauliffe and Oucho, 2024, s. 8). 2025 yilinda ise net
rakamlar heniiz agiklanmamustir. Tiirkiye’de ise Go¢ Idaresi Baskanhigi'min (GIB) 2024 yilinda
acikladigi resmi rakamlara gére 4 milyon 171 bin 415 yabancinin yasal kalis hakki bulunmaktadir
(GIB, 2024).

Uluslararas1 Go¢ Orgiitii (IOM), gd¢ kavramini insanlarin her zamanki ikamet yerlerinden
ayrilarak, ayni devlet igerisinde veya uluslararasi bir sinirdan gecilerek, yeni bir ikamet yerine
taginmasi olarak tanimlamaktadir. Tirk Dil Kurumu (TDK) ise, “ekonomik, toplumsal, siyasi
sebeplerle bireylerin veya topluluklarin bir iilkeden baska bir iilkeye, bir yerlesim yerinden baska
bir yerlesim yerine gitme igi; tasinma” olarak agiklamaktadir (TDK, 2025). Tiirkyilmaz vd. (1998,
s.2) ise goOci, “vasadigi cografi mekani, kendilerine has sebeplerle siirekli veya gecici olarak
verlesmek diisiincesiyle terk ederek yeni bir mekdna yerlesilmesi” olarak ifade etmektedir. Bu
tamimlamalardan yola ¢ikarak go¢ olgusunun dogrudan mekan ile iliskili bir eylem oldugundan ve
en temel gereksinim olan barinma ihtiyacindan dogdugundan bahsedebilmekteyiz. Genel hatlariyla
goc ifadesi, cografi mekan degistirme pratiginin ekonomik, sosyal, siyasi ve kiiltiirel boyutlariyla
toplum yapisi etkileyen bir niifus hareketi olarak tammlanabilmektedir (Ozer, 2004, s. 11; Ozkan,
2019, s. 129). Ozkan’dan (2019, 5.129) aktarimla Nakhoul da (2014, s.4) gb¢ kavramin “insanlarin
cesitli sebeplerden otiirii bireysel ya da topluluklar halinde yasadiklart yerleri uzun veya kisa siireli
kalict veya gegici olarak degistirmeleri” seklinde ifade etmistir.

Neticede sosyal, kiiltiirel, siyasi ve ekonomik yonleri itibariyle toplum yapisinin gesitli
katmanlarim etkileyen olumlu veya olumsuz sonuglar dogurabilen bir hareket olarak algilanmaktadir.
Bu anlamda go¢ eden topluluklarin gog ettikleri ortamlarda mekan ile bag ve iliski kurabilmeleri,
kendi degerleri ile yasamlarini siirdiirebilmeleri bu sonuglarin nasil bir yonelim kazanacagini
etkilemektedir. Dolayistyla go¢ olgusunda 6ne ¢ikan yer ve mekan faktorii odaginda, sosyal ve
fiziksel ortamla kurulan mekén aidiyeti ve kimlik biitiinliigii kavramlarinin, i¢ mekan tasarimi ile
olan iliskisi oldukg¢a 6nemli goriilmiis ve ¢alismanin temel konusunu belirlemistir. Calismanin amaci
ise, gocmenlerin yasayacaklar1 yeni mekéanlara uyum saglayarak aidiyet gelistirebilmelerinde,
kiiltiirel kimligin rolii ve mekana nasil yansidiginin incelenmesidir. Mekan incelemelerinde salt
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olarak bireylerin fiziksel ihtiya¢larindan ziyade, gogmenlerin gittikce katmanlasan kiiltiirel yapinin
icerisinde kimliklerine 6zgili 6geleri mekanla nasil biitiinlestirdikleri dnemsenmektedir. Bu anlamda
belirlenen veri tabanlarinda konuyla iliskili bulunan tezlerden gé¢cmelerle goriigme ve roportaj yapan
tezler (165°ten fazla gogmen goriismesi) tespit edilerek secilmis; boylece farkli cografyalarda farkl
etnik gruplardan olan gé¢menlerin mekan-kimlik-aidiyet baglaminda sdylemleri dikkate alinarak,
gbc-mekan agisindan herkes igin ortak anlamlar ifade edebilecek kavramlar tespit edilebilmistir.
Ayrica bu kavramlarla baglamlar olusturularak i¢ mekan tasarimiyla iliskisi degerlendirilebilmistir.
Bu kavramlarin incelenmesi veya diger c¢aligmalarda bu baglamda ele alinmasinin mekén
tasarimlarina katki saglayacagi diisiinilmektedir. Bu anlamda bu arastirma ve verileri 6nemli
gorlilmekte olup, ayrica farkli bolgelerde yapilmis tez ¢alismalarindaki yontemlerin ve birincil
kaynak gd¢cmen sdylemlerinin bir araya getirilerek toparlanmasi ve genis bir bakis acgis1 sunmaya
calismasinin da arastirmaya 6zgiin deger kattig1 diisiiniilmektedir.

Ancak gd¢ edenlerin daha
saglikli, glivenli ve mahremiyet iceren yasam alanlarinda, kendi kiiltiirel kimlikleriyle var olmalarini
saglayan mekéan faktoriine, i¢ mekan tasarimi baglaminda yeterince rastlanmamistir. Bu durum goc-
gocmen-mekan kavramlarmin daha detayli ele alindigi ¢alismalara ihtiyag oldugu diislincesini
dogurmustur. Bu baglamda i¢ mimarlik-mekéan tasarimi temelinde sekillenen ve konu ile iliskili
disiplinlerin kesistigi, kiiltiirel kimlik ve mekan aidiyeti diizleminde sistematik bir literatiir
aragtirmasi ve go¢ calismalarindan faydalanilarak bir icerik analizi ve karsilastirma g¢aligsmasi
yapilmistir. Calisma, go¢ eden bireylerin yeni yerlestikleri mekanlarla kurduklar iliskide kiiltiirel
kimligin rolii nedir ve mekéna nasil yansir? sorusu iizerinden geliserek sekillenmistir.

Yontem

Caligmada nitel igerik analizi yontemi kullanilmistir. Ulagilan veriler olusturulan istatistikler
iizerinden sayisal olarak aktarilmigtir. Calismanin metodolojik ilerleyisinde su yontem ve adimlar
takip edilmistir. Konuya iligskin belirlenen “gd¢-gdcmen”, “gdc-mekan”, “gdg¢-ic mimarlik”,
“gdemen mekanlar1” anahtar kelimeleri lizerinden kavramsal ve kuramsal bir ¢ger¢eve olusturularak,
veri tabanlar1 {izerinden taramalar yapilmistir. Bu anahtar kelimelerden metodolojik kisimda
bahsedilmesinin nedeni, ¢alismanin bir sonraki adiminda belirlenecek olan ana kavramlar igin
belirteg gorevi listlenmesidir.

Genelden 06zele kavramlarin ele almis gidisatin1 gosteren bu diizlem, alt kavramlarin
olusturulmasinda baglangici temsil etmektedir. Calismada ii¢ veri tabani {izerinden;

arastirma yapilmis ve son alti yila ait (2019-2025) veriler ele alinarak, erisilen tezler iizerinden
sistematik bir incelemeyle toplanmistir. Arastirma igin bu veri tabanlarinin se¢ilmesinin en énemli
sebebi yayginlik ve kullanim sikliginin, yani veri akist ve hareketliliginin yiiksek, ayrica
multidisipliner olmasidir. Calisma, 2024 yilinda baslatilmis olup, 6ncelikle 2019-2024 yillarindaki
bes yillik verilere odaklanilmistir. Devaminda ise 2025 yili arastirmalart da ¢alismaya eklenmistir.
Gincel ¢alismalara yogunlasmak istenildiginden yalnizca son alt1 yila ait tezler incelenmistir. Ayrica
gliniimiizde artan go¢ sorunlar ile son yillarda ele alinan galigmalarin paralelligi arasindaki iligki
hakkinda fikir sahibi olunmak istenmistir. Tez c¢aligmalarinda daha yogun ve derinlemesine
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calismalar yiritildiigi icin odak noktasi olarak bu kapsam secilmistir. Bu baglamda veri
tabanlarinda yapilan tarama sonucunda 9111 teze ulagilmistir. Bu sonug, ii¢ veri tabaninda, yukarida
belirtilen anahtar kelimelerin taranmasi sonucunda elde edilmistir. Tezlerin manuel olarak tek tek
baslik ve 6zetlerine bakilarak konu ile iliskisi tespit edilmeye calisilmis ve yalnizca 187 tanesinin
konuya uygun oldugu anlagilmistir. Bu tezler arasindan 25 tanesi mimarlik, 3 tanesi ise i¢ mimarlik
disiplinine ait olup, diger tezler farkli disiplinlere ait ¢aligmalardir. 187 tez arasindan her veri
tabaninda 5 tez olmak {izere toplam 15 tez se¢ilerek go¢-mekan-kiiltiirel kimlik-aidiyet baglaminda
detayl1 analizi yapilmistir. Bunlar arasinda 3 i¢ mimarlik, 3 mimarlik tezi bulunurken, diger tezler
fakl1 disiplinlerden secilmistir. Incelenecek tezlerin secim kriterleri ve adet say1s1, hepsinin mimarlik-
i¢ mimarlik dalindan secilmemis olmasi ise birka¢ nedenden kaynaklanmaktadir;

Ik olarak, 187 tez arasindan 15 tezin secilme nedeni ydntemsel bir yaklasimdir. Secilen
tezlerin gogmenlerle yapilan yar1 yapilandirilmis goriismelere, anketlere ve roportajlara
dayanmasi onemlidir. Fiziksel mekanlarla yapilan ¢aligmalarin ¢ok az sayida olmasi ve
gbemenlerin birincil kaynak olarak ¢aligmalarda yer almasi, mekéana dair fiziksel, kiiltiirel
ve algisal birtakim verilerin elde edilebilmesi agisindan se¢ilmelerindeki en 6nemli sebeptir.
Bu ¢alisma, gd¢-mekan-kiiltiir-kimlik-aidiyet iligkisini kavramsal olarak ele almaktadir. Bu
anlamda, bir¢ok farkli yaklagimla ele alinmis ve birgok gdé¢menin sdylemine dayanan
verilerin bir araya getirilmesi daha genis bir perspektif sunmustur. Diger taraftan, caligmanin
deginmek istedigi noktalar1 ifade etmek ve karsilastirabilmek agisindan 15 tezin yeterli
oldugu disiinilmektedir. Dolayisiyla, calisma yalnizca tez sayisini uzatmak amaciyla
doldurulmak istenmemistir. Bununla birlikte, incelenen tez sayisinin artirilmasinin
orneklemi c¢ogaltacagr goriilmekle birlikte, ulagilan veri degerlendirmesinde biiyiik
farkliliklara sebep olamayacagi fark edilmistir. Diger tezlerde gdézlemlenen kavram ve
ifadeler, irdelenen tezlerle benzerlikler gdstermektedir. Farkli bir yaklasima ihtiyag
duyulmasi halinde bu 6rneklem sayisi artirilabilmektedir.

Ikinci olarak, tezlerin hepsinin yalnizca mimarlik ve i¢c mimarlik disiplininden secilmemis
olmasinin en 6nemli nedeni, ¢alismalarda yontemlerinin genel olarak gogmen goriismelerine
dayanmamasidir. Segilen tezler arasinda tamamen gogmen goriismesine dayanmayan birkag
tez de bulunmaktadir; ancak bunlar ¢alismanin kapsamiyla ¢ok yakin iligkilidir. Bununla
birlikte, ileride yapilacak mekansal caligmalar i¢in dogrudan gdécmenlerle yapilan
goriigmelerin  daha 6nemli oldugu diiginilmiistiir. Ayrica, konu baglaminda diger
disiplinlerin bu kavramlara yaklasimi da konuyu gelistirmektedir.

Gog ve kiiltirel kimlik kavramlari;; mimarlik, i¢ mimarlik, psikoloji, sehir planlama,
antropoloji, kiiltiirel calismalar, sosyoloji, felsefe, cografya gibi birgok alanin kesistigi
karmagik bir konudur. Bu nedenle gog¢ ve kiiltiirel kimlik iligkini tek bir disiplinin bakig
acistyla simirlandirmak yerine ¢ok katmanli yapisiyla irdelemenin daha genis bir bakis agist
sunacagl diislinlilmiistiir. Dolayisiyla farkli disiplinlere ait tezlerin birlikte incelenmesi,
konunun biitiinciil bir yaklagimla kavranmasini saglayacaktir. Diger yandan go¢ deneyimini
i¢ mimarlik disiplini genellikle, mekansal diizen, islev, fonksiyon ve barinma iizerinden
incelenmektedir. Bu anlamda diger disiplinlerin kiiltiirel kimlik, bellek, bag kurma, aidiyet,
g06¢ hafizasi, glivenlik, travma gibi kavramlar1 detayli caligmalari, i¢c mekan tasariminin eksik
kalabilecegi yonleri tamamlayacaktir. Boylece kompleks bigimde gelisen toplumsal
olgularin  ¢6ziimlenmesinde farkli  disiplinlerin  arastirma ve yaklagimlarinin
birlestirilmesinin daha giivenilir sonuglar liretecegi diisiiniilmektedir. Kiiltiirel kimligin
bicimlenmesinde mekéansal tercihlerin yani sira sosyal davranislarin, toplumsal baglarin,
bireysel birikim ve hafizanin, ritiiellerin de 6nemli bir rolii bulunmaktadir. Bu anlamda
mekanm kiiltiirel kimlikle iligkisi ve yansitma bigimi ele almirken yalmzca fiziksel
diizenlemeler yerine kullanmicilarin duygu ve algilari, sosyal pratikleri, kiiltiirel
yapilanmalar1, hafiza faktorii de degerlendirilmelidir. Ozellikle gd¢ olgusu iizerinden
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bakildiginda farkli alanlar1 birlestirmek, yeni kesisen fikirlerin de (entegrasyon, uyum,
kiiltiirel yap1, melez kimlik, hibrit kiiltiir olusumu, hafiza, ev algisi, bagllik ve aidiyet gibi)
goriniirliigiinii arttirmaktadir. Bu durum mimarlik ve i¢ mimarlik disiplinleriyle birlikte,
iiretilen farkli tez calismalarinin birlikte incelenmesini gerekli kilmaktadir.

e Salt olarak i¢c mimarlik agisindan baktigimizda ise; kullanici odakli ¢éztimler {ireten bu
disiplinin gd¢menlerin kiiltiirel kimlik baglaminda mekansal ihtiyaclarimi daha dogru
belirlemek adina diger disiplinlerin iirettigi ¢aligmalardan faydalanmasi kaginilmazdir. Bu
birlestirmenin mimarlik ve i¢ mekén tasariminda go¢ odakli mekan ¢alismalarina ve farkl
tasarim modelleri gelistirilmesine yeni bir metodolojik yaklasim sunabilecegi
diistiniilmektedir.

Calismada anahtar kelimelerden yansitilmis-iiretilmis ve konunun odak noktasini 6n plana
cikaran, tezlerdeki inceleme-analiz kriterlerini belirleyen;

Bu ana kavramlar {izerinden tezlerdeki (segilen
15 tez) gd¢men goriisme ve roportajlarindaki gogmenlerin konu baglamindaki sdylemleri incelenmis,
almtilar yapilarak fiziksel-kiiltiirel-kimliksel bag ve aidiyete iliskin mekanin sekillenmesine etki
eden alt kavramlar olusturulmustur. Bu kavramlarin olusturulmasindaki en dnemli amag, mekan
olusumu ve tasarimina etki edebilecek daha derin anlam katmanlarina ulagsmaktir. Alt kavramlara
ulagsmak icin yapilan icerik analizinde gé¢menlerin ortak ve benzer sdylemleri dikkate alinmistir.
Anlatilardaki ifade edilen unsurlarin, vurgulanan kelime ve tanmimlamalarin benzerlikleri, siklig1 ve
yansittig1 anlam iligkisi gibi konu ile tutarli belirtecler, kavramlarin olusumuna yardimci olmustur.

Calismada ii¢ veri tabaninda ayr1 ayr belirlenen alt kavramlardan ortak olanlar bir araya
toplanmis ve bunlardan baglamlar olusturularak i¢c mekan tasarimu ile iliskilendirilmistir. Buradaki
amag, alt kavramlarin i¢ mekan tasarimi ile neden iligkili oldugunu yansitabilmektir. Calismada
ayrica gocmen soylemlerinden alintilar yapilarak islev, yeterlilik ve donanim agisindan fiziksel
mekanin o6zellikleri ve siirliliklar, kiiltiirel kimlik, bag-aidiyet {izerinden ise kiiltlirel kimligin
mekana yansimasi ve mekan aidiyeti analizleri yapilmistir. Bu alintilarin yukarida belirlenen alt
kavramlardan hangisini kapsadigi, boylece mekén tasariminda nasil dikkate alinmasi gerektigi
anlagilmaya calisilmistir. Arastirmada yapilan incelemelerin her asamasi tablolar {izerinden
aktarilmigtir.

Karsilastirma ve Degerlendirme

Caligmada ele alinan tezlerdeki gd¢men ifadelerinden fiziksel mekanin sinirliliklari, mekan-
aidiyet-kimlikle iligki kuran kiiltiirel 6zellikler ve yansimalar veri tabanlar1 arasinda ele alinmis ve
karsilastirilarak degerlendirilmigtir.

Gogmen sdylemleri ve tez yazariin analizleri ile tezlerin i¢erisinden mekanin kiiltiirel yapist
ve kullanici mekam arasinda gelisen aidiyet iliskisini ele alan alintilar yapilmis; gd¢menlerin
duygusal ve bilissel algis1 6n planda tutularak mekan {izerinden degerlendirmelerde bulunulmustur.
Bu boliimiin amaci, gogmenlerin kiiltiirel ve kimliksel baglariin mekana nasil yansidigi, bunun
mekansal aidiyet iizerinde nasil bir etkisinin oldugu ve baglanti kurulan alt kavram iligkisinin
anlasilmak istenmesidir. Mekan, kiiltiirel kimlik ve aidiyet iliskisinde One c¢ikan noktalar ile
gocmenlerin beklentileri tespit edilmeye ¢alisilmustir.

Calismada bu baslik altinda, veri tabanlarinda incelenen tezler arasinda bir karsilastirma
yapmak miimkiin olmustur. Mekana iliskin NDLTD’de gé¢menlerin kendi kimliksel 6zelliklerini,
gecmis baglanti ve birikimlerini mekéna aktardiklari, ayrica mekan diizenlemelerinde kiiltiirel
etkilerin hissedilebildigi goriilmiistiir. Bu durum, kullanicilarin mekanla iligki kurarak aidiyetlerini
artirmalarini saglamaktadir. PQDT de ve YOKTEZ de incelenen tezlerde de aidiyet-bag iliskisine
vurgu yapan ifadeler yer almaktadir. Bu anlamda, her {i¢ veri tabanindaki tezlerde de mekénsal
kiiltiir, yansimalar, aligkanlik ve aidiyet iligkilerinin paralel sonuglar verdigi sdylenebilmektedir.

YOKTEZ’de genel olarak gocmenlerin ifadelerinden agik bir sekilde mekan-kiiltiir
iligkisinin 6nemsendigi ve yeni yerlesim mekanlarina tagindiklar1 anlagilmigtir. Kullanicilarin gegmis
yasamlarina 6zgii kiiltiirel 6geleri ve aligkanliklar1, mekanlarina anlam katan bir bellek unsuru olarak
yansittiklar1 gorillmistiir. Her li¢ veri tabaninda da tezlerdeki gogmen séylemleri karsilagtirildiginda,
kiiltiirel hatirlaticilar ve siirdiiriilen aliskanliklarin mekana aktarilmasinin gogmenlere evlerinde
hissettirdigi sonucuna varilmistir. Bu durum, gé¢menlerde bir taraftan giiven ve rahatlama saglarken,
diger taraftan go¢menlerin yeni mekanlarina baglanmalarina ve ortamlarina uyum saglamalarina
yardime1 olmaktadir. NDLTD ve YOKTEZ veri tabanlarinda baglanti kurulan alt kavramlar
birbiriyle benzerdir.

Gocemenler kendi kiiltiirel 6zellikleri, yasam aliskanliklarina gére mekéanlarin kullanimindaki
birtakim islevsel bigimlenisi degistirmektedirler.
Kullanim aligkanliklar1 donati-egya faktoriine bilyiik 6l¢iide etki etmektedir. Baz1 gogmenler
esyalarin yardimiyla kendisini mekanla biitiinlestirmekte ve gecmisteki evine benzetmektedir.

Tez Incelemelerinin Degerlendirilmesi

Gog, mekén, kiiltiirel kimlik ve mekan aidiyeti arasindaki iligkinin mekana yansiyan
etkilerinin arastirildig1 ¢calismada, veri tabanlarinda bulunan tezler tizerinden kavramsal bir arastirma
yapilmistir. Calismada, segilen tezlerdeki katilimc1 gogmenlerin ifade ettikleri konu baglamindaki
sOylemlerine odaklanilmigtir. Bu soylemlerden mekan tasarimini etkileyebilecegi diistiniilen alt
kavramlar elde edilmistir (yukarida bu kavramlar verilmistir). Kavram, baglam ve i¢ mekan iliskisi
disiiniildiigiinde, ¢alismada bir oriintli kurulmaya calisildigindan da bahsedilebilmektedir. Veri
tabanlarindan elde edilen tezlerde farkli gégmen gruplariyla (165’ten fazla) yapilmis goriismelerin
olmas1 ve hepsinin farkli iilkelerde bulunmasi, farkli kimlikteki birgok katilimci tizerinden ¢alismaya
bakma imkani saglamigtir. Bu durumun ¢aligmay1 zenginlestirdigi soylenebilmektedir. Tezlerdeki
gocmen ifadelerinden mekanin yeterlilik ve sinirliliklari, mekan organizasyonu, donati ve donanim
araclart gibi hem fiziksel mekéna iliskin hem de kiiltiirel kimligi yansitan unsurlarin mekana
yansitilmas, kiiltiirel aliskanliklarin ve egyalarin mekanda kullanilmasi gibi mekan bagi ve aidiyetini
artiran Ozelliklere iliskin bilgiler elde edilebilmistir. Bu bilgiler, degerlendirmeleriyle birlikte tist
boliimlerde paylasilmistir.

Gog-gogmen ve aidiyet-bag-kimlik-kiiltlir-mekan olgusu, anlam ve arastirma katmanlarinin
yogunlugu ve ¢esitliligi ile birgok disiplinin kapsam alanina giren disiplinler arast bir konu olarak
kabul edilmektedir (Uslu Ak, 2021, s. 1751; Sert, 2016, s. 508). Ug veri taban1 iizerinden konu
kapsaminda yapilan taramalarda, Ozellikle sosyoloji, psikoloji, kentsel planlama, uluslararasi
iligkiler, felsefe, etnik ve gb¢ ¢aligmalari, egitim, tarih ve cografya gibi alanlarin yaklasim gelistirdigi
gorlilmistiir. Ancak go¢ olgusunun dogrudan barinma, mekan ve mekan tasarimi ile olan iliskisi
diistiniildiigiinde, mimarlik ve i¢ mimarlik disiplininin rakamsal yansimalarinin olduk¢a az oldugu,
ozellikle i¢c mimarlik disiplininin olduk¢a smirli oldugu dikkat ¢ekmistir. Bu durum, calisma
sirasinda fark edilen bir durumdur. Go¢ ¢alismalarinin i¢ mimarlik disiplininde say1 ve yaklagim
gelistirme acisindan somut verilerle nerede durdugunun arastirilmasi baska caligmalara kalmistir.

Gog, Kiiltiirel-Kimlik ve Mekan iliskisi

Go¢ kavrami, insan, yasam ve mekan Oriintiisiiniin normalden farkli bir ortamda yeniden
kurgulanmasim saglayan, fiziksel, ekonomik ve ekolojik yonleriyle siirece dahil olan, birey veya
gruplarin sosyal yasamini, 6znel varliklarini, kimliklerini etkileyen ve kiiltiirel pratiklerini biiyiik
oranda degisime ugratabilen 6nemli bir olgudur. Ayrica go¢, “insanlarin fiziksel olarak yer
degistirmesinin otesinde birtakim mesleklerin, liretim ve tiiketim aligkanliklarinin, mesken tiplerinin,
giindelik yasam pratiklerinin de degisimine neden olmaktadir” (Demir, 2022, s. 132-135). Bu
anlamda go¢menlerin ait olduklar1 ve yetistikleri toplum disinda var olma cabalari, kiiltiirel
degerlerinin bastirilmasi, kimlik biitiinliiklerinin zedelenmesi ve toplumsal uyum sorununu da ortaya
¢ikarmaktadir.

Yukarida olusturulan baglam iliskisinde, 6zellikle temel alinan kavramlarin kendi iginde alt
kavramlara boliindiigii goriilmektedir. Her iki toplumda da kabullenme ve uyum siirecine girildikten
sonra, bir yansitma ve etkilenme siirecinin basladig1 gézlemlenmektedir. Boylece, iki taraf igin 6teki
olan toplumla kaynagsma durumu, kiiltiirlerarasi etkilesimi ortaya ¢ikarmaktadir.

Barimma Ihtiyac1 ve Kabullenme

Insanin  fizyolojik ihtiyaglarmi karsilayabilmesi ve yasamini giivenli bir sekilde
stirdlirebilmesi i¢in “barinma” en temel gerekliliktir. Bu baglamda fiziksel mekan, bireylerin duygu
ve davranislariyla ilgili anlamh ve 6nemli ¢ikarimlar yapilmasina yardimci olmaktadir. Barinma
genel olarak, bir yandan dis etkenlerden korunmayi saglarken diger taraftan yuva kavrami ile
Ozdeslestirilmektedir. Bu kavram, yiizyillar igerisinde evrimleserek sekil degistirmis olsa da ana
fonksiyonunu, yani ihtiya¢ duyulan en temel konfor kosullarini korumustur (Cakir, 2022).

Gogmenlerin yeni yasam alanlarinda iki sekilde kabullenme siirecini gegirdikleri
sOylenebilmektedir. Birincisi temel gereksinimleri saglamasi ve giivenli olmasi sebebiyle
benimsenmesidir. Karatas ve Duyan (2021, s. 5484)’a gore ise, “yerlesilen toplumun degerlerine,
yasamsal isleyisine saygi duyulmasi, rahatsizlik vermeden hayati faaliyetlerin devam ettirilmesiyle
olugsan kabullenmedir”. Kabullenme ve uyum kavrami benzerlikler gosterse de bu kavramlar
arasinda niteliksel farkliliklarin bulundugu goriilmektedir. Bu anlamda en 6nemli farkliligin
“kiiltiirel alt yap1” oldugu sdylenebilmektedir. Kiiltiirel alt yap1 iki toplumunun birbiri ile ayni
ozellikler gostermesi durumunda olumlu anlamda uyumun olusmasini, dolayisiyla kabullenme
stirecinin geligsmesini saglamaktadir.

Mekan Aidiyeti, Bag ve Kimlik Biitiinliigii: Mekanla Etkilesim

Kisiler hem bulunduklari mekanin kosullar1 ve o6zelliklerine gére hem de barindiklari
toplumla iliski kurarak bag olusturmaktadirlar. Oztiirk ve Halag (2022, s. 434)’a gore, aidiyet
kavrami, “bireylerin fiziksel, davranigsal, deneyimsel ve duygusal olarak mekanlar ile kurduklari
etkilesim olarak tanimlanabilmektedir”. Bu baglamda mekan aidiyeti ise, kisilerin fiziksel ortami
deneyimlemesi sonucunda, algilar yardimiyla, c¢evresine karst gelisen bagi olarak
agiklanabilmektedir (Tuan, 1974; Williams ve Vaske, 2003; Dogan ve Tokol, 2023). Sayisiz anlam
katmalar1 ile bi¢cimlenen mekéan, bireylerin birikimlerini, ge¢cmise dair kiiltiirel kimligini
aktarabildikleri yasam alanlarina doniistiiklerinde, aidiyet hissini besleyen giivenli ve saglikli
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ortamlar olusturmaktadir. Go¢ ise, bu anlamli iliski biitiiniine 6nemli 6l¢iide zarar verebilecek bir
unsurdur.

Gog, bireylerle birlikte onlarin deger ve birikimlerinin de yer degistirmesine neden
olmaktadir (Ozer, 2004, s. 11). Bylece birey ve toplumun anlam diinyasinin da degisim ve déniisiim
yasadigl, terk edilen ve yeni yerlesilen mekanlarin da siiregten etkilendigi sdylenebilmektedir (Ekici
ve Tuncel, 2014, s. 10). Ait oldugu toplum ve mekéandan ayrilan bireyler yeni gevrelerinde kendi
yasam aliskanliklarindan farkli ozelliklerle karsilasmaktadirlar. Tutum ve davranislar, inang ve
diisiince yapis1 gibi farkliliklarin bulundugu yeni ¢evre, kisilerin yabancilasmasina neden olmaktadir
ve bu ¢evre icerisinde tutunmaya, hayatta kalmaya calisan bireyler, yerlestikleri mekanlarina da bu
kaygiy1 tagimaktadirlar. Duygu ve algi yoluyla gelisen aidiyet kavraminda, kullanicilarin mekéanla
baglarmin giiclenmesinde sosyal ve kiiltiirel siirekliligin 6nemli olacag: diisiiniilmektedir (Oztiirk ve
Halag, 2022, s. 435; Chagel ve Giiltekin, 2023). Bu baglamda mekansal aidiyet kavrami ele
alindiginda yerlesilen toplumla kiiltiire]l veya sosyal, ortak baglarin olusabilmesi karsilikli etkilesimi
miimkiin kilmaktadir. Farkli yapilara sahip ¢evrelerin “birbirlerine karsi gelistirdikleri duygusal bag”
veya “degerlerin belirli bir ortamda yakinlik kurma derecesi” aidiyet kavramini beslemektedir (Low
ve Altman, 1992; Hidalgo ve Hernandez, 2001; Moore ve Scott, 2003). Mekansal aidiyet kavrami
yapilan ¢aligmalarda cogunlukla yere baglilik (islevsel aidiyet) ve yer kimligi (duygusal aidiyet)
olarak arastirllmistir. Toplum ve bireylerin belirli alan ve mekanlarda karsilikli etkilesimi, ortak
paylagimlarin yasanmasi ve ortak hafizanin gekillenmesi aidiyet hissini giiclendirmektedir (Kyle,
Graefe ve Manning, 2005).

Mekan- kullanict arasinda gelisen ve doniisen bir iliskinin bulundugunu séylemek
mimkiindiir. Bu anlamda Gegkili (2015), mekanin aidiyete olan etkisini “miidahale kapasitesi” ile
aciklamakta ve bunu basit bir 6nerme ile sunmaktadir; “kisi mekana miidahale ettiginde mekan da
kisiye miidahale eder ve aralarinda bir iletisim olusur. Bu iletisim zamanla mekansal aidiyet haline
evrilir” (Gegkili, 2015). Mekanin kendisinde bulunan ve bireyler tarafindan algilanan, kullanima
sunulan 6zellikler, Gegkili’nin (2015) sdylemine gére mekam hem iiretici hem de 6zne olarak
konumlandirmaktadir. Ancak kullanici bu o6zelliklere miidahalelerde bulunarak mekénla bag
olusturmaktadir. Boylece mekanla kullanic1 arasinda gelisen etkilesim mekansal aidiyeti ortaya
cikartmaktadir. Mekanda aidiyet hissini gii¢clendiren bir baska unsur ise zamandir. Kullanicilarin
mekanda gecirmis olduklar siire ve bu siirede hem mekani kendi 6znel istekleri ve aliskanliklarina
gore sekillendirmeye baslamalari, hem de mekan icerisinde duyusal ¢agrisimlari tetikleyen anilarin,
tanidikligin, paylagimlarin birikmesinin aidiyet duygusunu gelistirdigi diistiniilmektedir (Giirani,
2022; Akgay, 2025). Ornegin bir bireyin yasam alaninda ona tanidik gelen renk, koku, ses gibi gorsel
veya igitsel unsurlar, his ve anilarin canlanmasini saglamaktadir, bdylece amigdalanin tirettigi olumlu
duygu ile birey, bu alanin kendisine ait oldugu hissetmektedir (Ak¢ay, 2025). Bu durum kullanici-
mekan arasinda duyusal bir bag olusturmaktadir. Mekanda aidiyet olusumunun gelistigi, gliven ve
rahatlik hissinin saglanmasi ile gbzlemlenebilmektedir. Ayrica mekan-kullanici arasinda gelisen bag
duygusunun bireylerin hem fiziksel hem de psikolojik saglig1 iizerinde etkileri oldugu bilinmektedir.
Kullanicilarin gesitli donatilar, diizen, kiiltiirel-simgesel 6geler, renk, doku gibi aracilarla mekana
anlam yiiklemeleri ve bdylece yasam alanlarini kendilestirmeleri aidiyet duygusunu beslemektedir.
Bir mekanin yalnizca fiziksel 6gelerden olusmasi ve kullanici faktoriiniin mekana dahil olmamasinin
ise, icerisinde barinan bireyle mekén arasinda gelisecek aitlik duygusunu engelleyerek, gecici,
yabanci ve soguk hissettirdigi anlagilmaktadir (Akgay, 2025). Go¢ baglaminda mekéansal aidiyet
kavrami bu noktada bir¢ok sey ifade etmektedir. Yeni yasam alanlarina yerlesen bireyler, kendi
Ozelliklerine ve tamdiklik hissine ulasamadiklarindan kendi hikayelerini yansitan unsurlardan ve
koklerinden kopmus hissedebilmektedirler. Ozellikle yasam alaninda uzun zaman gegirildigi halde
bu durum degigmiyorsa bireylerin kisilik, kimlik ve benlik algilar1 zedelenebilmektedir. Bununla
birlikte gé¢menlere misafir olarak davranilmasi ve gegici konuklar olduklarinin hatirlatilmas: da
onlarin mekanla bag kurmalarini engellemetedir. “Go¢ edenler hem fiziki hem de yasamsal 6geleri
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geri de biraksalar da sahip olduklar1 toplumsal pratikleri bellek araciligiyla muhafaza etmektedirler”
(Ulubay ve Onal, 2022). “Gégmenler ait olduklar cografyaya dair en kiigiik bir aniya dahi sarilarak
varliklarina, kimliklerine dair esaslari korumak istemektedirler” (Ulubay ve Onal, 2022, s. 269;
Stelaku, 2007).

Erdonmez ve Aki (2005) mekanin “insanin insanla, insanin nesneyle ve nesnenin nesneyle
olan araliklarinin, uzakliklarinin ve iligkilerinin {i¢ boyutlu bir anlatim1” oldugunu ifade etmislerdir.
Kimlik ise, bireyleri, digerlerinden ayiran, farkli nitelik ve 6zelliklere sahip olan bir biitiin olarak
diisiiniilebilmektedir (Erdonmez ve Aki, 2005, s. 67-87; Aygeng, 2020, s. 26). Kimligin, toplum veya
bireylerin kendilerine has 6zelliklerini, 6zgiinliiklerini ifade etmesi gibi mekéanlarin fiziksel ve
organize yapisindan olusan karakterize yapisi da mekanin kimligini olusturmasi agisindan 6nemlidir.
Dolayisiyla mekanin ve bireyin kimligi birbirlerini etkileyerek bi¢imlenirler. Mekanlarin, plan
tipolojisi, konumu, islevselligi, stnirliliklar, yeterliligi, 15181, donatilartyla sahip oldugu kendine 6zgii
kimligi, bireylerin 6z kimlikleri ile birleserek yeniden anlam kazanmaktadirlar. Bu anlamda
sekillenen ve yeni gelismelere agik olan, araliklarla degisime ihtiyag duyan mekan kimligi, bir
anlamda bireyin 6z kimliginin yansimasim da temsil etmektedir (Polat ve Birsel, 2006, s. 57-67).
Aygeng (2020), Biyiklioglu’nun (2011) ifadelerinden beslenerek, mekani konut perspektifinde soyle
degerlendirmistir; insanin gilinlitk yasam rutinleri ve deneyimleri, konut ve konut yakin ¢evresinde
meydana gelen tiim durumlar ‘mekén kimligini” belirlemektedir (Aygeng, 2020, s. 26; Biyiklioglu,
2011). Biitiin bu bilesenler bir araya geldiginde mekan aidiyetini sekillendiren unsurlarin, hem
mekanin fiziksel yapisina ait ozelliklerden hem de kullanicinin kendine 6zgli 6zelliklerinden,
etkilesim ve paylagim sonucunda olusan bag olarak bahsedebilmek miimkiin goziikmektedir.

Kiiltiirel Kimlik ve i¢ Mekana Yansimasi

Kiltiir, 18. Yiizyildan itibaren inang, davranig ve diisiince temelinde bi¢imlenerek felsefe,
sosyoloji, psikoloji, antropoloji vb. birgok alanda arastirilan 6nemli bir kavramdir ve yasayan,
aktarilan ve gelisen bir olgu olarak da karsimiza ¢gikmaktadir (Dikegligil, 1994, s. 39; Arslantasg, 2008,
s. 106). Kiiltiirel kimlik kavramina baktigimizda ise, 6nceleri kimlik ve kiiltiir olarak ayr1 ayri farkh
disiplinler tarafindan ele alinsa da zamanla biitiinlesmeye basladig1 izlenmektedir. Bu durum bir
taraftan sosyal ve psikolojik temelli olup algi ve duyularla iliskilendirilebilirken diger taraftan
fiziksel baglamda mekanla 6zdeslestirilebilmektedir (Bilgiseven, 1995, s. 18-19). Giiveng (1997) ise,
bu durumu kimlik kavraminin insanin kendisini kimle 6zdeslestirdigi ve nasil algiladigina bagh
olarak sekillendigini belirtmistir (Giiveng, 1997, s. 8).

Proshansky vd. (1983), “Insan-Mekan iliskisi” kuraminda, mekan ve insan arasinda gelisen
duygusal bagin olusmasinda kimligi 6énemli bir etken olarak agiklamigtir. Kurama gore kimlik ve
mekan biitiinciil gelismektedir ve mekan, yalnizca fiziksel bir gevre olmaktan uzaktir. Oyle ki
kimligin gelisiminde onemli bir role sahitir (Proshansky vd., 1983). Kiiltlirel kimlik ve mekan
iligkisine Lefebvre (2023) ise “toplumsal insacilik” kuramiyla yaklasmis ve mekani zihinsel ve
kiiltiirel olarak da insa ettigimizi belirtmistir (Lefebvre, 2023). Bu sdylemler iizerinden mekanin ve
bireyin biitiinlesik bir gelisim sergiledigi, etkilesim halinde oldugu ve yasamsal olgularin katilimiyla
beslendigi diisiincesi desteklenmektedir. Ayrica, gog-mekan-kiiltiir ve kimlik iligkisine baktigimizda;
kiiltiiriin, kigilerle taginabilen bir olgu oldugunu, geride birakilan mekénlarda izlerinin kaldigini, yeni
yerlesilen mekanlara ise iistiine katilarak yansitildigini, ge¢misle yeniyi birlestiren yeni bir kimlik
olusumunu insa ettigini soyleyebilmekteyiz.

Mekanin igerigini yasam bi¢imi, davraniglar, inanglar, kiiltiirel degerler olusturmaktadir.
Kiiltiiriin geligmesi, degismesi mekan anlayisi ve algisini da déniistiirmektedir (Ozdemir, 2011, s.
63; Dalbay, 2024). Bireyler yasadiklari mekanlari, belirli degerler 15181inda hissederek baglanmakta
ve birtakim mekansal degiskenler iizerinden duygulariyla yogurarak tanimlamaktadirlar (Goregenli
ve Karakus, 2014, s. 105).
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Bireylerin baglangicta kendi kimliklerine 6zgii verileri yasam alanlarina aktarabildikleri
sOylenememektedir, bundaki en 6nemli sebep ise sosyal ve gevresel kabul siirecidir. Proshanksy’in
(1978) yer kimliginde bahsettigi gibi, “fiziksel diinyayla ve bagka insanlarla iliskilerdeki tercih,
beklenti ve duygular, yerin ve kisinin kimligini birlestiren karmasik bir oriintiidiir” (Proshansky,
1978, s. 147-170). Go¢ eden kisilerin yasam alanlarini benimsemesi, bag kurabilmeleri ve
kabullenmeleri, alt kiiltiir konumundan yeni kimlik yaratimina gecebilmeleri, kiiltiirel varliklarini
yasam alanlarina aktarabilmeleri ile miimkiin olmaktadir. iki toplum arasinda farkliliklarin
bulunmasi, mekansal anlam ve pratiklerin degiskenligi aidiyet hissini zorlastirsa da karsilikli
etkilesim sonucunda benzerliklerin kurulmaya baglanmasiyla kimlik olusturma siireci de
gelismektedir. Bu anlamda “yeni sinirlarin belirlenmesi, yeni yasam alanlarina ortak kiiltiir
Ogelerinin de sigdirilmaya baglanmasi, konumlarina iliskin verilerin degismesi siireci ifade
etmektedir” (Isik, 1994, s. 27).

“Kendilik ve var olma duygusunun olusmasi, kiiltiirel kimligin tanimlandig1 mekanlara kars1
gelisen algilama ve iligkilerin politik dogasi anlasildiginda miimkiin olmaktadir” (Manzo, 2003).
Gogmenlerin kiiltiirel yapisi ve aktarimiyla yerlesilen toplumun kiiltiirel yapisi bir araya geldiginde
baslayan kaynasma sonucunda etkilesim siireci tetiklenmektedir (Dirimese ve Emre, 2022). Bu
durum zamanla ortak ve bireysel mekanlara da yanstyarak varligini kabul ettirmektedir. Yukaridaki
etkilesim semasit bu siireci birey-toplum-mekan-kiiltiir kavramlar1 iizerinden ele alarak
biitiinlestirmekte ve degerlendirmektedir.

Tartisma

Bu calismada, yasam alanlarindan zorunlu veya isteyerek go¢ eden bireylerin yeni yagam
mekanlarina uyum saglayarak aidiyet gelistirebilmelerinde kiiltlirel kimligin rolii ve mekéana nasil
yansidigi aragtiritlmistir. Calisma kavramsal olarak ele alinmis ve igerik analizi yontemiyle gogmen
gorlismelerine dayanan tez calismalar1 iizerinden gelistirilmistir. Bu yontemin izlenmesinde iki
neden etkili olmustur: Farkli iilkelerde birgok farkli etnik grubun kiiltiirel kimlik ve mekansal
yansimalari lizerine ifadelerini dinleyerek fikir sahibi olabilmek ve bu ifadelerden ortak alt kavramlar
olugturabilmektir. Boylece mekén tasarimi hakkinda yeni kavramlar {izerinden farkli bakis acilart
gelistirilebilmesi i¢in yeni bir yaklasim sunulmak istenmistir. Go¢men ifadelerinden bes baslik
altinda ortak kavramlar bir araya toplanarak gruplandirilmis ve i¢ mekan tasarimi ile
iligkilendirilmistir (Bk. Tablo 5). Bu kavramlarin mekan tasarimina iliskin hangi noktada dikkate
alimmasi gerektigi ise su sekilde onerilmektedir:

Alt kavramlar, kullanici-mekan arasindaki Orilintiiyli anlamamiz agisindan gelistirici
gorlilmektedir. Kullanici, yasadigi veya yeni edindigi mekandan bagimsiz; mekan ise kullanicisindan
iligkisiz diisiiniilemez. Bu baglamda alt kavramlar, mekan tasariminda bize nasil yardimci olabilir,
ne gibi iyilestirmelere katkida bulunabilir, bunun lizerine teorik bir perspektif gelistirilmeye
calisilmistir. Bu calisma, bu anlamda yalnizca isin baslangi¢ kismini olusturmakta ve bir kapi
aralamaya c¢alismaktadir. Kod ve kavramlar olusturularak, bunlarin nasil uygulanabilir ¢oziimlere
doniisebileceginin arastirilip gelistirilmesi ve alan g¢aligmasi veya yeni iretilecek 6rnek mekan
cizimleri {izerinden ele alinmasi gibi {iretimlerin ortaya konulmasi, bu c¢alismanin bir sonraki
asamasi, bir sonraki calisma konusu olarak goriilmektedir. Bu anlamda, bu calismanin yeni
arastirmalara ve mekadn tasarimlarinda iyilestirici gelistirmelere katkida bulunabilecegi
diistintilmektedir.

Caligmanin kavramsal arka plan arastirmasi ve tezlerin incelenmesi sirasinda hem konu ile
iligkili goriilen hem de konu disinda kaldigi i¢in ¢ok fazla agilarak derinlestirilmeyen iki durum fark
edilmigtir:

3. Gog¢-mekan iligkisi baglaminda i¢ mimarlik disiplininin en énemli pargasi olan i¢
mekan tasarimina iliskin sinirh yaklagimin bulunmasi.

4. GoO¢-mekan iligkisi lizerine yogunlasan calismalarin genel olarak alan caligmasi
yapmamasi ve nitelikli eserlerde kullanilan yontemlerin ¢ogunlukla anket, gériisme
ve roportajlar lizerinden ilerlemesidir.

Ik durum, ii¢ farkl1 veri taban1 iizerinden manuel olarak yapilan arastirma sonucunda elde
edilmistir. Tarama yapilan veri tabanlarinda, verileri sayisal olarak analiz eden nicel bir ortam
bulunmadigindan grafiksel veya istatistiksel bir anlatim sunusu ile sdylem desteklenememistir. Goc-
mekan iligkisine dair taratilan anahtar kelimeler sonucunda toplamda 9111 teze ulagilmistir; ancak
bunlar (baslik ve 6zet olarak) ele alindiginda 187 tanesi i¢ mekan ile iliski bulmustur. Bu tezlerden
yalnizca 28 tanesi mimarlik-i¢ mimarlik disiplinine ait ¢aligmalardir. Bu caligmalar arasinda alan
arastirmasi igerikli calisma ise yok denilebilecek kadar azdir. Ulasilan 28 tezin 19 tanesine
YOKTEZ’de erisilmistir (16 mimarlik, 3 i¢ mimarlik). Diger veri tabanlarinda ¢ikan verilere gdre
Tiirkiye’de gog-mekan baglaminda mimarlik-i¢ mimarlik alanlarinda daha fazla tez ¢aligmasinin
yapilmasinin en dnemli sebebinin Tiirkiye’de yogun go¢ dalgalarinin yasaniyor olmasina baglandigi
belirtilmistir. Go¢-mekan iliski odaginda gelisen i¢ mekan tasarimina ait sinirli yaklagimin bulunmasi
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diisiincesine hem sayisal olarak ¢ok az rakamla karsilasilmasi hem de incelenen tezlerde tez
yazarlarmin da benzer ifadelerde bulunmasi neticesinde varilmistir. Bununla birlikte iilkeler ve
okullar arast dagilimda mimarlik-i¢ mimarlik bdliimlerinin sayica ¢ok olmamasi, go¢ konusunun
giindem yogunlugu olarak iilkeler arasinda farklilik gostermesi veya i¢c mekan tasarimi baglaminda
ilgi ¢ekici farkli konularin basi gekmesi gibi nedenler de siralanabilmektedir. Ancak bunlar yorumsal
ve daha c¢ok sezgisel yaklasimlardir. Daha net soylemler i¢cin somut verilerin ortaya koyuldugu
calismalara ihtiyag vardir. Bahsedilen bu konu, c¢aligma sirasinda karsilasilan bir durumun
degerlendirmesidir ve ¢alismanin asil konusunu olusturmadig1 i¢in devami sonraki calismalara
birakilmistir.

Ikinci duruma ise, veri tabanlar1 {izerinden yapilan arastirmada, gd¢-mekan iliskisine dair
calisilan tezlerin ¢cok azinin alan ¢alismasi ile baglantili arastirmalar yaptig1 goriilmiistiir. Calismalar
genel olarak kuramsal veya ydntemsel olarak anket ve goriismelere dayanmaktadir. Ornegin, ulasilan
28 mimarlik ve i¢ mimarlik tezi arasindan yalnizca 8 tanesi alan ¢alismasina dayanmaktadir. Bunun
en Onemli sebebi, tez okumalarinda da karsilasilan, gd¢ eden bireylerin ¢ogunlukla yasam
alanlarindan goriintiiler alinmasini veya yasam alanlarina girilmesini istememeleridir. Bu durumda
kiiltiirel altyapinin ve mahremiyet yaklasimimin sinirliliklarinin da pay: olmaktadir. Ote yandan, diger
bir sebep de kimi ¢alismalarda tez yazarlarinin yalnizca dijital ortam iizerinden gogmenlerle anket
ve goriismeler gerceklestirmesi olarak yorumlanabilmektedir. Bu durum, calisma kapsamina veya
konuya bakis agisina gore diger disiplinler i¢in daha faydali olabilmektedir; ancak mimarlik ve i¢
mimarlik disiplinlerinde hem birey hem de fiziksel mekanin analiz edilebilmesi olduk¢a kiymetlidir.
Ozellikle zorunlu kitlesel gogler icin oncesinde hazirlanmis uygun ortam ve fiziksel mekan
olugsumlart i¢in i¢ mekan tasarimlarinin (islev, esnek kullanim, i¢ ve dig ¢evre organizasyonu, donati
unsurlari, temel ihtiyag donamimlar1 gibi) diigiiniilmesi bir gerekliliktir. Dolayisiyla, i¢ mekan
tasarimina iliskin gé¢men goriigmeleri ve mekan analizlerinin paralel yiiriitiildiigii ¢calismalarin
verimli sonuglar ortaya koyacagi diisiiniilmektedir.

Sonu¢ ve Degerlendirme

insanoglu, barinma, beslenme, cografi ve iklimsel gereklilikler, savaglar, dogal afetler,
hastaliklar, egitim ve ekonomi gibi c¢esitli sebeplerle, bireysel veya gruplar halinde yiizyillardir
zorunlu veya isteyerek yer degistirmektedir. Korunma ile paralel bir anlam tagiyan barinma, zamanla
gelismis ve giiniimiizdeki bigimini almistir. Cagimizda devam eden 6zellikle zorunlu kitlesel
goclerin diinyanin belirli bolgelerinde yogunluk gostermesi ve yigilmasi, diizensiz dagilima sebep
olmustur. Bu durum, niifus hareketliligine ve demografik yapiya olumsuz yonde etki ederek
toplumsal, sosyal, kiiltiirel ve mekansal birgok kavrami etkilemistir. Bu siireg, yerlesilen toplum igin
yipratict durumlar olusturabiliyorken, diger taraftan gd¢ eden gruplar icin biiyiikk kayiplarin ve
kopuslarin yasandigi bir donemi ifade edebilmektedir. Neticede gd¢ kavrami, zorunlu veya isteyerek
farkli bir toplum yapisinin igerisine déhil olma ve barinma durumunu yaratmaktadir. Go¢ eden
bireyler, geride biraktiklart mekanlari, kiiltiirleri ve yasam bigimlerine iliskin birikimleri yerlestikleri
yeni mekanlara aktarmak istemektedir. Bunun aslinda var olduklarini ortaya koyan bir bellek-kimlik
yansimasi oldugu sdylenebilmektedir. Ayrica, deneyimlerle sekillenen birikimler, duygu durumu ve
kiiltiirel kimligin yansitilmasi, insan-mekén arasinda gelisen iletisim ve bagi kuvvetlendirmektedir.
Diger taraftan, yeni yasam alanlarini kisisellestirerek 6zgiirce hareket edebilmeleri, mekanlarda aitlik
hissinin gelismesine yardimci olmaktadir.

Yerlesilen toplumun tutumu ve davraniglari, gégmenlerin adaptasyonunu 6nemli Glgiide
etkilemektedir. Go¢menler, ¢ogunlukla alismaya calistiklar1 yeni toplumda kendilerini yabanci
hissetmektedirler. Oteki olma durumu ve kendini gdsterebilme cabasi, gd¢menler icin yorucu,
yipratici, stres ve kaygi dolu bir siireci dogurmaktadir. Ancak yerlesilen toplum ile gdgmenler
arasinda gelisen kabullenme siireci, beraberinde kesif siirecini getirmektedir. Bu siirecten itibaren iki
topluluk arasinda karsilikli gelisen tanima ve yansimalar, etkilesimin gerceklesmesini saglamaktadir.
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Toplumsal dinamiklerin, kiiltiirel yansimalart ve kimlik ingasini etkilemedeki roliiniin oldukca
onemli oldugu goriilmektedir. Bu anlamda gelisen toplumsal kabul, gogmenlerin yasam mekanlarin
da etkileyerek huzurlu ve giivenli bir ortam olusturmaktadir. Kendi alanlarinda rahat ve 6zgiir hareket
edebilmek, kolaylastirict etkiler yaratir ve gd¢menler, eski ve yeniyi biitiinlestiren yeni bir kimlik
insa etmektedirler. Secilen ii¢ veri tabami lizerinden son alt1 yila ait (2019-2025) tez taramalari
yapilmis, bunlar {izerinden gégmen sOylemlerine dayanan alt kavramlar olusturulmus, baglamlar
gelistirilmis ve i¢ mekan tasarimi ile iligkisi aktarilmaya ¢aligilmistir. Bununla birlikte, gé¢men
mekanlarinin fiziksel 6zellikleri ve kiiltiirel kimligi ele alinmis, alt kavramlar ve mekansal tasarim
unsurlari ile iligkilendirilerek tablolar {izerinden verilmeye ¢alisilmistir. Calismada alt kavramlar, i¢
mekan tasarimi; fiziksel 6zellikler, kiiltiirel kimlik ve aidiyetle ilgili bazi sonuglar ortaya ¢ikmaistir.

o Mekéanlarin kisisellestirilmesi ve deneyim elde edilmesi sonucunda aidiyet hissinin gelistigi
ve bireylerin bu mekanlara kendilerinden birtakim katkilarda bulunduklarinda bag ve iligki
kurabildikleri anlagilmistir.

o Mekén ve kullanicinin etkilesimi, bireylere duygusal rahatlama saglamaktadir; mekanla
anilarin olusmasi, yeni anlam yiiklemelerinin gelismesi, mek&nin benimsenmesine neden
olmaktadir.

o Mekénda fiziksel konforun saglanmasi, go¢menlerin kaygilarindan kurtulmasina yardime1
olmaktadir. Ayrica mekan-alan yeterliligi, mekanlar arasi isleyis ve organize bir yapinin
bulunmasi, yeterli depolama araglarina erigim, islevsel ve esnek ¢oziimlerin uygulanabilir
olmasi gibi dzelliklerin gogmenlerin ortak beklentileri oldugu goriilmiistiir ve ¢cogunlukla
gocmenlerin yasam alanlarinda bu kosullar saglanamamaktadir.

o Gogmenlerin yeni yasam alanlarinda, ge¢mislerine, anilarina ait kiltiirel veya gesitli
anlamlara sahip nesneler, esyalar, dekoratif iiriinler, temaslar (renk, doku, malzeme vb.) veya
aliskanliklarina, kimliklerine 6zgii mekansal yerlestirmeler yaparak aktarimlarda bulundugu
gOrilmistiir. Bu durum, hem mekénla iliskiyi kuvvetlendirerek bag ve aidiyet olusturmakta
hem de kendi 6znel kimliklerinin mekana yansitilmak istendigini gostermektedir.
Mobilyalar, objeler ve dekorasyon birleserek kullanicisinin kimligini yansitmaktadir;
boylece mekén, gogmenin evle iliskisini gdsteren ve tanimlayan bir unsura doniismektedir.

o Gogmenlerin 6zellikle gegmis yasamlarma iliskin hatira unsurlarimi yeni mekéanlarina
tagidiklar1 goriilmektedir. Bu durum, kiiltiirel kimligin de gogmenle birlikte tagindigini ve
kiiltiiriiniin gog ettigini gostermektedir.

o Gogmenler ve mekanlar arasinda yasanan deneyimlerin siireklilik kazanmasi, kullanicilarin
o mekanda giivenli ve konforlu hissetmesini saglarken, bir taraftan da yeni bir kimligin
sekillenmesine yardimei olmaktadir.

o Mekanlarin yeterlilik, verimlilik, islevsellik, kullaniciya uygunluk, esnek ve kolay
algilanabilme gibi 6zelliklerle olusturulmasi, yasam kalitesi ve ihtiyaglarin ¢oziilebilmesi
acisindan 6nemlidir.

o Taratilan temel kavramlar arasinda 6zellikle “barmmma, mekén aidiyeti ve kiiltiirel kimlik” 6n
plana ¢ikmistir. Mekanla en fazla iliskilendirilen alt kavramlar ise “yuva, rahatlik, giivenlik,
entegrasyon, yer arayisl, var olma, koken, melez kimlik, birikim, yansitma, kimlik ingasi,
bag kurma, ait olma, kisisellestirme, uyum, kabullenme, yer degistirme, yeniden olusum-
insa, kopma, birikim aktarimi-bellek” olmustur.

Caligmada olusturulan alt kodlarin yukarida sayilan maddelere ¢oziimleyici yaklasimlar
gelistirebilecegi diislinlilmektedir. Tezlerdeki gogmenlerin ortak ifadelerinden elde edilen yukaridaki
sonuglar, tasarim ve kullanicinin duygu durumunun sentezlenerek ortaya veri koyulmasinin mekan
tasarimin1 biiylik Olgiide etkiledigini gostermektedir. Bu anlamda alt kavramlarin ¢ogaltilarak
derinlestirilmesi, hangi anlamlar ifade edebilecegi, ortak baglamlar1 ve mekan tasariminin hangi
asamalarinda dikkate alinabilecegi anlatilmaya ¢alisilmistir. Bu kavram ¢alismasinin kullanici odakli
calisan farkli disiplinlere de katkida bulunabilecegi diisiiniilmektedir.
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Caligsma sirasinda veri tabanlarinin kullanim bigiminde veri analizlerini gosteren igeriklerin
bulunmamasi gibi noktalar, nicel analizler lizerinde calisabilme agisindan zorlu hale getirmis ve
yetersiz veri aktarimina neden olmustur. Bu nedenle elde edilen veriler, yazarlar tarafindan
olusturulan semalar, istatistikler, tablolar ve kelime bulutu gibi diizenlemeler iizerinden aktarilmaya
calisilmistir.

Mekan baglaminda daha biitiinsel bakis agilart gelistirilerek, karmasik katmanlarla iligkiler
kurulan anlamli galismalarin ortaya konmasi gerektigi diisiiniilmektedir. ileriki ¢aligmalar igin
kavramlarin ele almarak fiziksel mekadn ve kullanici odakli yeni {iriinlerin belgelerle ortaya
konulmasi o6nerilmektedir. Caligmanin kiiltiir baglaminda yapilan mekan caligmalarina ve
arastirmacilara katkida bulunmasi ve belgelerle ortaya konulmas: hedeflenmektedir.
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
